Load the clothes to be washed in the drum and close the door. Add the detergent into the relevant compartments
for the type of program you are going to select, Add detergent as described in Detergent and Additives section of
User’s Operation Manual.

1. Turn on the power.

2. Spin program selection button to required program, start up.

3. Select washing temperature, spin speed and delay time by pressing “Temp.”, “Spin” and “ Delay End” buttons.

4. Press “Options” button to select additional functions.

5. After starting the program, display window displays program length (hours: minutes)and additional function

options in sequence.

Addition function selection

At standby state, press “Options” button to select additional function for current program. Select only one function
for each press, and then corresponding icon flashes.

Door Lock Icon

Child Lock

To strengthen the safety of children, this machine is equipped with Child Lock function.

Stain removal

Blood, milk, eggs etc. are generally removed by the automatic enzyme phase of the programme.

Remarks:

Any whitish residues on dark fabrics are caused by insoluble compounds used in modern phosphate-free powder
detergents. f this occurs, shake or brush out the fabric or use liquid detergents. Use only detergents and additives
specifically produced for domestic washing machines. When using descaling agents, dyes or bleaches for the pre-
wash, make sure that they are suitable for use in domestic washing machines. Descalers could contain products
which could damage your washing machine. Do not use any solvents (e.g, turpentine, benzine). Do not machine
wash fabrics that have been treated with solvents or flammable liquids.

Dosage

Follow the dosage recommendations on the detergent pack. They depend on:

degree and type of soiling size of wash

follow the detergent manufacturer’s instructions for a full load;

half load: 3/4 the amount used for a full load;

minimum load (about 1 kg): 1/2 the amount used for a full oad;

water hardness in your area (ask for information from your water company)

Soft water requires less detergent than hard water.

Notes:

Too much detergent can result in excess foam formation, which reduces washing efficiency. If the washing
machine detects too much foam, it may prevent spinning

Insufficient detergent may result in grey laundry in time and also calcifies the heating system, drum and hoses

Where to put detergent and additives

Mainwash chamber

Detergent for the main wash

Stain remover

Water softener (water hardness class 4)



Softener chamber

Fabric softener

Liquid starch

Pour additives only up to the “MAX” mark

How to position the separator in the main wash chamber for powder or liquid detergent

For use with powder detergent: Place the separator in the higher position, Lift the separator until its top can be
reclined. Place its hooks on the upper end of the back guid erails and slightly push the separator down to fix it (fig.
“B” and “C”) A gap should remain between the separator and the bottom of the main wash chamber. If the
separator has been correctly installed (fig. “B” and “C”) .; For use with liquid detergent: place the separator in the
lower position. Secure the separator in the chamber using the front guide rails. Position the separator so that it
touches the bottom of the main wash chamber LU (fig. “D”



Notes:

Keep detergents and additives in a safe, dry place out of the reach of children.

Liquid detergents can be used for programmes with prewash. However, in this case a powder detergent must

be used for the main wash.

2. Depending on the model, Insert removal tool like slotted screwdriver into the small opening of bottom baffle,

press the bottom baffle downward with much strength and open it. Or, push down on the tabs provided on both

the sides and remove it.

3. Place a container beneath it.

4. Open the filter but do not remove it completely. Slowly turn the filter counterclockwise until the water begins to

drain out.

5. Wait until all the water has drained.

6. Now unscrew the filter completely and remove it.

7. Clean the filter and the filter chamber.

8. Check that the pump rotor moves freely.

9. Re-insert the filter and screw it in clockwise as far as it wigo.

10. Pour about 1litre of water into the detergent drawer to reactivate the “Eco system”. Check that the filter is

inserted properly and securely.

11. 11 Reinstall the plinth.

12.  Plug in the appliance once again. 

13. Select a programme and start it.

DRAINING RES DUAL WATER



Before emptying the residua, water, switch the appliance off and unplug it from the mains socket. Remove the
plinth. Place a container beneath

1. Open the filter but do not remove it completely. Slowly turn the filter counterclockwise until the water begins to

drain out

2. Wait until all the water has drained.

3. Now unscrew the filter completely and remove it.

4. Tilt the appliance forward carefully to allow the water to flow out.

5. Refit the filter and screw it in clockwise as far as it wigo.

6. Refit the plinth,

Before using the washing machine again:

1. Pour approx. 1 litre of water into the detergent drawer to reactivate the “Eco system”,

2. Plug in the appliance once again.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Appliance exterior and control pane,

Can be washed down with a soft, damp cloth.

A little neutral detergent (non abrasive) can also be used, e

Dry with a soft cloth.

Door seal

Clean with a damp cloth when necessary,

Check the condition of the door sea. periodically,

Filter

Check and clean the filter regularly, at least two or three times a year (see “Removing the filter”).

Water supply hose

Check the supply hose regularly for brittleness and cracks and replace it if necessary using a new hose of the
same type (available from After-Sales Service or specialist dealer).

Mesh filter for water connection

Check and clean regularly. For washing machines with an inlet hose as shown on pictures “A”,

1. Close the tap and loosen the inlet hose on the tap.

2. Clean the internal mesh filter and screw the water inlet hose back onto the tap.

3. Now unscrew the inlet hose on the rear of the washing machine.

4. Pull off the mesh filter from the washing machine connection with universa. pliers and clean it.



5. Refit the mesh filter and screw the inlet hose on again.

6. Turn on the tap and ensure that the connections are completely water-tight.

 

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Depending on the model, your washing machine is equipped with various automatic safety functions. This enables
faults to be detected in good time and the safety system can then react appropriately. These faults are frequently



so minor that they can be resolved within a few minutes. The washing machine wi.. not start, no screen are off.
Check whether:  e the mains plug is inserted into the socket and Choose the desired programmme to start the
machine. e the wall socket is functioning correctly (use a table lamp or similar appliance to test it).

The washing machine will not start, and the screen flashes.

Check whether:

the door is properly closed (child safety);

the “Start/Pause” button has been pressed;

Check if the water tap is closed. Open the water tap and press the “Start/Pause” button

The appliance stops during the programme (varies depending on model)

Check whether:

the “Rinse Hold” indicator lamp lights up; terminate this option bypressing the “Start/Pause” button or by

choosing and starting the

“Drain” programme;

the screen is flashing. Press the “Start/Pause” button

the door has been opened and the screen is flashing.

Close the door and press the “Start/Pause” button again.

Check if there is too much foam inside, machine enters kill-foam routine. The machine will run again

automatically after a period,

the washing machine’s safety system has been activated (see “Fault description table”)

Residue from detergent and additives left in the detergent drawer at end
of wash.

Check whether:

the cover grid of the softener chamber and the separator of the main wash chamber are correctly installed in the
detergent dispenser and all parts are clean (see “Care And Maintenance”);

sufficient water is entering. The mesh filters of the water supply could be blocked (see “Care and

Maintenance’);

the position of the separator in the main wash chamber is adapted to the use of powder or liquid detergent (see

“Detergent and Additives’).

Machine vibrates during spin cycle,

Check whether:

the washing machine is .evel and standing firmly on a.. four feet;



the transport bolts have been removed. Before using the machine, it is imperative that the transport bolts are

removed.

Final spin results are poor,

The washing machine has an imbalance detection and correction system. .findividual heavy items are loaded (e.g.
bathrobes), this system may reduce the spin speed automatically or even interrupt the spin completely if it detects
too great an imbalance even after several spin starts, in order to protect the washing machine.

the laundry is still too wet at the end of the cycle, remove some articles of laundry and repeat the spin cycle,

Excessive foam formation may prevent spinning. Use the correct amount of detergent.

Check that the spin speed selector has not been set to “0”,

If your washing machine has a time display: the programme time initially
disp,ayed is lengthened  shortened by a period of time:

This is a normal capacity of the washing machine to adapt to factors that can
have an effect on the wash programme time, e.g.:

excess foam formation;

load imbalance due to heavy items of laundry;

prolonged heating time due to reduced inlet water temperature;

Because of influences like these, the time remaining in the programme run is recalculated, and updated if
necessary. .n addition, during the filling phase, the

washing machine determines the load and if necessary adjusts the initia

programme time displayed accordingly. During such update periods, an animation appears on the time display.

Hot / Cold fill fault – For Models with Dual Inlets

If you wish to connect hot and cold water supply (Fig.1):



1. Fix the red marked inlet hose to the hot water tap and to the inlet valve with the red filter on the rear side of

machine.

2. Fix the other inlet hose to the cold water tap and to the inlet valve with the blue filter on the rear side of the

machine.

Make sure:

The connections are tightly fixed

Do not invert their position (for example: cold fill into hot inlet valve and vice versa).

If you wish to connect only the cold fill follow the below instructions (Fig. 2):

1. You will need a Y-piece connector. This can be purchased from local hardware or plumbing supplier.

2. Fix the Y-piece connector to the cold fill tap.



3. Connect the two inlet valves present on the rear part of the machine to the Y-piece connector using the hoses

provided.

Ensure that:

All connections are tightly fixed.

Do not allow children to operate, crawl on, be near or inside your washer. Note that during the wash cycles, the
surface temperature of the porthole door may increase.

Close supervision of children is necessary when the appliance is used near children.

“F01” Water inflow fault

“F03” Drainage fault

“F04”, “F05”, “F06”, “F07”,“F23” and “F02/F2
4” Electronic module fault, overflow or too much foam.

“F13” Door lock fault

“Unb” Unbalance alarm

“F01” displayed on screen

The machine is not fed with water or insufficient water. Check:

Faucet is fully open and has enough water pressure.

Water inlet pipe is knotted or not.

Filtering net of water inlet pipe is blocked or not (refer to maintenance and repair).

Water pipe is frozen or not. Press “Start/Pause” key after fault is removed. If fault occurs again, please contact

with after-sale service (refer to after-sale service.).

“F03” displayed on screen

The washer is not emptied. The washer stops the program being executed. Shut down the machine and
disconnect power supply. Check:

Drain pipe is knotted or not.

Filter in drain pump is blocked or not (refer to the cleaning of filter in drain pump)

IMPORTANT: Ensure that the water has cooled before draining the appliance.



the drain hose is frozen up.

Plug in the appliance again.

Select and start the “Drain” programme or restart the desired programme.

If the fault occurs again, please contact After-Sales Service (see “After-Sales Service’).

 

C. Fault code

The washer stops when the program is running. The display window shows fault code “F02/F24”, fault codes from
“F04’ to “F07”, “F13”,“F14”, “F23” or “Unb”.

If fault code “F02/F24” is shown

Water level reaches overflow level.

Remove it by pressing “Start/Pause” key and feed water.

Select and start required program. If fault occurs again, disconnect power supply and contact with after-sale
service.

If fault code “F04” to “F07”, “F23” shown

Electronic module fails.

Turn the nub to Off for 3 seconds to turn off the machine.

After fault is removed, press “Start/Pause” key. If fault occurs again, disconnect power supply and contact with
after-sale service.

If fault code “F13” is shown

Door lock is abnormal. Start program for 20 sec and unlock the washer door (PTC) to check whether the door is
closed.

Open and close it again.

After fault is removed, press “Start/Pause” key. If fault occurs again, disconnect power supply and contact with
after-sale service.

If fault code “F14” is shown

Door open fault..

Action: Press “Start/Pause” button. The washing machine will try to open the door. The alarm will be removed
until the door is unlocked. Or, turn the nub to Off for 3 seconds to turn off the machine. Choose the desired



programmme to start the machine. The alarm will be removed.

If fault code “Unb” is shown

Unbalance alarm.

Turn the nub to Off for 3 seconds to turn off the machine. Open the door and re-tidy clothes and then rotate
program knob to single dehydration mode. Spin clothes to dry again.

If fault occurs again, disconnect power supply and contact with after-sale service.

AFTER-SALES SERVICE

Before contacting After-Sales Service:

1. Try to remedy the problem yourself (see “Troubleshooting Guide”).

2. Restart the programme to check whether the problem has solved itself.

3. If the washing machine continues to function incorrectly, call After-Sales Service.

TRANSPORT/HANDING

Never lift the appliance by the worktop when transporting.

1. Pul out the mains plug.

2. turn off the tap.

3. Disconnect the inlet and drain hoses.

4. Eliminate all water from the hoses and from the appliance (see “Removing the Filter’, “Draining Residua.

Water’).

5. Fit the transport bolts (obligatory).

6. The machine is over 55 kg in weight, two persons are needed to move it.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

Only use a socket with an earth connection.

Do not use extension leads or multi sockets.

Electric supply must be adequate for the machine’s 10 A Current Rating.

Electrical connections must be made in accordance with ocal regulations.

The electrical power cable must be replaced exclusively by a licensed electrician.
