Du ring the pairing process,
please turn on all the headsets to ensure all the Slave Headsets a reconnected.

1.  Long press the A Buttons on the Master Headset and Slave Headsets for 5seconds, the indicator lights on the

headsets’ microphone booms wi II flash green. Please wait for the device to complete the pairing.

2. The indicator lights on the headsets’ microphone booms become static green when pairing succeeds.

3. One Master Headset can be paired with 5 Slave Headsets in maximum. Solidcom Cl is extremely versatile and

can be applied in a variety of scenarios.
