USER INSTRUCTION

Step 1: Ensure the heater is fully submerged before plugging it into an electrical socket.

Step 2: Upon powering on, the screen will display several parameters including the current power, current
temperature, setting temperature, low, hi, and auto shut off. To set the desired temperature, press the “red” button
on the controller. The temperature can be set from a low of 59 degrees Fahrenheit to a high of 93 degrees
Fahrenheit. If the button

is pressed again at the highest temperature, it will return to the lowest temperature to cycle. After setting the
desired temperature, the setting temperature will jump 3 times before the heater enters the heating state.

Step 3: Please note that if the water temperature falls below 59 degrees Fahrenheit, the code “LL” will be
displayed, with “Low” flashing, indicating that the water temperature is too low and needs to be increased to the
appropriate temperature. Conversely, if the water temperature exceeds 93 degrees Fahrenheit, the code “HH” will
be displayed, with “Hi” flashing, indicating that the water temperature is too high and needs to be lowered.

Disconnect the fuse to the
circuit breaker that supplies power to the heater. Then unplug and examine for the presence of water in
the receptacle.
