CHARGING

« Please fully charge the Bluetooth speaker before using it for the first time.
« The red indicator light will be lit while the speaker is charging. When the battery is full, the red indicator light will
switch off automatically.

BLUETOOTH PAIRING

Your speaker must be paired to a Bluetooth device before it can be used. It is only necessary to pair your speaker
once with each device,

1. Press the power on button. The LED light will flash blue and a welcome tone will be heard.

2. The speaker will beep, indicating that the speaker is ready to pair with your Bluetooth device.

3. Activate the Bluetooth on your device and search for “iGear Roll”. Select “iGear Roll” from the list to connect.
You will hear a connection tone after the speaker has been paired successfully.

4. You can now play audio through the speaker.

5. Music tracks can be selected either on the speaker or on your device (smartphone, computer, tablet, etc.).
Press and hold the — Button to skip to the previous song. Press and hold the + Button to play the next song.

6. Volume can be controlled on the speaker or on your device (smartphone, computer, tablet, etc.). Press the

Button or the — Button to increase or decrease volume accordingly.

7. Press the @ Button on the speaker to play or pause the music.

PLAYING MP3S FROM A USB FLASH DRIVE OR SD CARD

1. Power on.

2. Insert a USB flash disk into the slot. The music stored will be played automatically.

3. Press and hold the — button on the speaker to skip to the previous song. Press and hold the + button on the
speaker to play the next song.

4. Press the <D button on the speaker to play or pause music.

5. Press the + button or the — button to increase or decrease volume accordingly.

TWS Connections

1. Turn on two Roll speakers and enter Bluetooth mode.
2. Press and hold the Multi-function button of one of the speakers to connect to the other speaker.
3. After the TWS connection is successful, the speaker will emit a beeping sound. speaker to rain or moisture.
