PRODUCT ASSEMBLY

Insert the legs until you hear a click sound on all 4 legs.

Plug in the extension power wire and clip to the inside of the leg.

Plug in the power supply to the table.

Never allow children to climb or hang on product.

DON’T sit or stand on the Game Table.



DON’T use as a step.

2. Do not get Game Table wet when cleaning.

3. Parents and guardians: Please read entire manual before allowing gamer to play.

4. The AC/DC adapter and apparatus shall not be exposed to dripping or splashing and that no object filled with

liquids, such as vases, shall be placed on apparatus. The AC/DC adapter is used as disconnect device. The

AC/DC adapter of apparatus should not be obstructed OR should be easily accessed during intended used. To

be completely disconnect the power input, the AC/DC adapter of apparatus shall be disconnected from the

mains.

5. If appliance is provided with protective earth terminal, it should be connected to main outlet with a protective

earth connection.

6. Minimum distances 10 cm / 3.94 inches around the apparatus for sufficient ventilation.

7. The ventilation should not be impeded by covering the ventilation openings with items such as newspaper,
