INSTALLATION PROCEDURES:

The product is intended to be connected to a plug and does not need to be switched on/off as it is controlled by
the motion sensor and the remote control. Due to the sensor’s ability to detect movement through walls and
doors, it is recommended to disable the motion sensor (see page13) when installing the light in small rooms (e.g.
storage closet, pantry, etc.) so movement outside these rooms cannot be picked up by the sensor. The light will
operate through the main switch in this scenario.

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WIRELESS REMOTE:

Before using the remote, please open the switch cover on the back and insert the two AAA batteries that were
provided.

For example, if you set it to Overcast, when the surrounding area is bright enough, such as a sunny day, the
light will stay OFF even if motion has been detected. When the surrounding area is less bright than overcast
and there is motion detected by the sensor, the light will turn ON. In the ‘Night’ setting, the light will turn ON
only when the surrounding area is dark and there is motion detected by the sensor.

The ‘OFF’ mode is for usage where you want to disable the light sensor function, i.e. the light is controlled by
the motion sensor only.
