The Lead Contains 3 Wires:

COPPER WIRE (GREEN) = GROUND WIRE…Connect to GROUND WIRE in your box, or to the box as a
ground.
WHITE (or BROWN)  = NEUTRAL WIRE… Connect to the WHITE NEUTRAL WIRE in your box.

BLACK (or BLUE) = HOT WIRE… Connect to the BLACK HOT WIRE in your box.

The Modular wires will be connected to your 120 Volt electric box. This should be placed in the wall, behind your
Modular Mirror. The suggested method for placement is towards the center, however there is flexibility with the
lead wire
