outer glass and the inner glass surface to produce condensation in the glass inner surface of the small water
droplets. It will disappear automatically after 24 hours of normal use. Please feel free to use it.

Ventilation should not be impeded by covering
such items as newspapers, tablecloths and curtains.

Do not let the machine for a long time to display the same picture or the active picture contains a long time fixed
text, icons, etc., this will leave “residual shadow” on the screen, and does not disappear in a long period of time
after shut down the machine.

Staring at the LCD screen for a long time will not only bring visual fatigue but also may cause eye diseases and
harm the eyesight. For the sake of health, we advise you to take a 10-minute break after 30 minutes of use to
prevent eye fatigue. You can relax your eyes by watching distant scenery or do eye movements. Infants under 2

years old should not stare at the LCD screen.
