To keep your uir conditioner working efficient-
ly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operution.

To cleun the filters, proceed us follows:

1. Remove the dust filter by extracting it
upwards (figure H).

2. Use u vacuum cleuner to remove dust uccu-
mulations from the filter. If it is very dirty, immer-
se in warm water and rinse a numiber of fimes.
The water should hever be hotter than 104°F
40°C). After wushing, leuve the filter to
dry, then put it back inh place.

START OF SEASON CHECKS
