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LM Assembly Steps

Stepl- Assembly of Chair Leg

Install the Bolt #1 and Falt Washer #J with the Allen Key #K to install the Chair
Leg #H to the bottom of the armrests #A and #B.
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Step2- Assembly of Armrests

Stand the two armrests on the floor according to the left and right positions. Install
Connecting Plate #C to the lower end of the front side of the two armrests, clamp
the pre installed screws into the arc-shaped grooves, and tighten the screws with
an Allen key #K.
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Step3- Assembly of Seat Board

L Place the Seat Board #E flat in the seat. Clamp the card slot on side 2 tightly.

Step4 - Assembly of Back

After aligning the Back #D with the clips on the inner side of the left and right arms, press the

backrest down to fix it with the armrests.

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Step5- Place Backrest and Seat Cushion Step6 - Congratulations

Finally, place cushion #G and Backrest #F on the chair. Now you can relax your body on this chair and even decorate your living room.
