3 Basic Function
3.1 Power on/Power off
Press and hold End key to power on when it has enough electricity. If you open
the Phone locked, please input the code (0000) when power on.

When the keypad was locked, please press Left Soft key then press “ x ” to
unlock it.
3.2 Making a Call
3.21 Input a Number
In the idle, press Number key to input the telephone numbers and then press
