3.1 Button Mode

WS101 provides 3 kinds of pressing actions allowing users to define different alarms. Please refer to

chapter 5.1 for detailed message of every action.

Mode 1 Short press the button (<3 seconds).
Mode 2 Long press the button (>3 seconds).
Mode 3 Double press the button.

3.2 NFC Configuration

WS101 can be configured via NFC-enabled smartphone.

seconds when device turns on.
