It is essential to read these operating instructions before installing
and using the appliance. This prevents both personal injury and
damage to the appliance.
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Caring for the environment

Disposal of the packing
material

The transport and protective packaging
has been selected from materials which
are environmentally friendly for

disposal, and can normally be recycled.

Recycling the packaging reduces the
use of raw materials in the
manufacturing process and also
reduces the amount of waste in landfill
sites.

This tumble dryer complies with all current local and national
safety requirements. However, inappropriate use can lead to
personal injury and damage to property.

Read the operating instructions carefully before using the tumble
dryer. They contain important information on safety, installation,
use and maintenance of the appliance. This prevents both
personal injury and damage to the tumble dryer.

In accordance with standard IEC 60335-1, Miele expressly and
strongly advises that you read and follow the instructions in
“Installation”, as well as in the “Warning and Safety instructions”.

Miele cannot be held liable for injury or damage caused by non-
compliance with these instructions.

Keep these operating instructions in a safe place and pass them
on to any future owner.

When instructing other people how to use the tumble dryer, they
must be made aware of these Warning and Safety instructions.

Correct application

» The dryer is intended exclusively for drying textiles washed in
water which have been labelled as suitable for tumble drying by the
manufacturer on the care label. Any other applications may be
dangerous. Miele cannot be held liable for damage resulting from
incorrect or improper use or operation.



Warning and Safety instructions

» This tumble dryer is intended for commercial use in small
businesses, care homes, sports clubs, hospitals and other similar
commercial environments. This machine may also be operated by
lay persons in public areas such as laundrettes, communal laundry
rooms or similar.

» This tumble dryer is also intended for use in domestic households
and in similar residential environments, for example by customers in
hotels, motels, bed and breakfasts and other related establishments.

» This tumble dryer is not suitable for outdoor use.

» This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including
children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or
lack of experience or knowledge, unless they are supervised whilst
using it or have been shown how to use it in a safe way and
understand and recognise the consequences of incorrect operation.

» Young children must not be allowed to use this appliance.

» Older children may only use the dryer if its operation has been
clearly explained to them and they are able to use it safely. They
must be able to understand and recognise the possible dangers
caused by incorrect operation.

» Children must not be allowed to clean or maintain the tumble
dryer unsupervised.

» Children should be supervised in the vicinity of the tumble dryer.
Do not allow them to play with the appliance.



Warning and Safety instructions

Technical safety

» Before installing the dryer, check it for visible signs of damage.
Do not install or use a damaged appliance.

» Do not make any alterations to the dryer, unless authorised to do
so by Miele.

» Do not connect the dryer to the mains electricity supply by an
extension lead. Extension leads do not guarantee the required safety
of the appliance (e.g. danger of overheating).

» If the electrical connection cable is faulty, it must only be replaced
by a Miele authorised service technician to protect the user from
danger.

» The electrical safety of this appliance can only be guaranteed
when continuity is complete between it and an effective earthing
system. It is essential that this standard safety requirement is
observed and regularly tested. If in any doubt, have the electrical
installation inspected by a qualified electrician. Miele cannot be held
liable for the consequences of an inadequate earthing system (e.g.
electric shock).

» Unauthorised repairs could result in unforeseen dangers for the
user, for which Miele cannot accept liability. Repairs must only be
carried out by a Miele authorised service technician, otherwise any
subsequent damage will not be covered by the warranty.

» Faulty components must only be replaced by genuine Miele
original spare parts. Miele can only guarantee the safety standards of
the machine when Miele replacement parts are used.

» To ensure the correct performance of the tumble dryer and to
prevent malfunctions and fire hazards, it is important to carry out
maintenance on a regular basis.

Warning and Safety instructions

» In the event of a fault and for cleaning purposes, the tumble dryer
must be disconnected from the electricity supply. It is only
completely disconnected when:

- it is switched off at the wall socket or the plug is withdrawn, or
- the mains fuse is disconnected, or
- it is switched off at the mains circuit breaker.

For further information see “Installation - Electrical connection”.

» This tumble dryer must not be installed and operated in mobile
locations (e.g. on a ship).

» Please observe the instructions in “Installation” and “Technical
data”.

» The electrical socket must be easily accessible so that the tumble
dryer can be disconnected from the electricity supply.

» If the appliance is hard wired, adequate provision must be made
on site to switch off all poles to disconnect the tumble dryer from the
electricity supply. The means of disconnection must be incorporated
in the fixed wiring in accordance with the wiring rules.

» The gap between the bottom of the tumble dryer and the floor
must not be blocked with plinth facings, deep pile carpet etc., which
would obstruct the openings. This would hinder a sufficient flow of
air to the tumble dryer.

» The appliance must not be installed behind a lockable door, a
sliding door or a door with a hinge on the opposite side to that of the
tumble dryer, in such a way that a full opening of the tumble dryer
door is restricted.

» This tumble dryer is supplied with a special lamp to cope with
particular conditions (e.g. relating to temperature, moisture, chemical
resistance, abrasion resistance, and vibration). This special lamp
must only be used for the purpose for which it is intended. It is not
suitable for room lighting. Replacement lamps may only be fitted by
a Miele authorised technician or by Miele Professional Service.

» Information on the heat pump and refrigerant

- This tumble dryer uses refrigerant gas which is not flammable and
not explosive.

- The humming noises caused by the heat pump during the drying
process are normal. They do not impair the correct functioning of
the dryer.

/N Damage to the tumble dryer by switching it on too soon.
This can damage the heat pump.

After setting up the tumble dryer, wait for at least one hour before
switching it on.

- This tumble dryer contains fluorinated greenhouse gases. They
are hermetically sealed.

Correct use

READ THE INSTRUCTIONS

/N Warning: Risk of fire / Flammable materials.

To avoid the possible danger of fire, please read these warnings
carefully.

/N A clogged filter is a fire hazard!
The fluff filter must be cleaned after every programme.

» The maximum load is 8 kg (dry laundry). See the “Programme
chart” for the maximum recommended loads for individual
programmes.

» Do not lean on the door. Otherwise, the tumble dryer may tip over,
causing injury to yourself or others.

» Always close the door after use. This way you will avoid the
danger of
- children climbing into the tumble dryer or hiding things in it.
- pets or other small animals climbing into the tumble dryer.

» Do not use a pressure washer or high-pressure hose to clean the
tumble dryer.

» Keep the room where the tumble dryer is located free from dust
and fluff. If the air that is taken into the machine contains dirt
particles, they can cause blockages. This can lead to faults and
create a fire hazard.

» The tumble dryer must not be used
- without the fluff filters and the filter in the plinth in place.
- without the bottom right grille fitted.

- if the fluff filters or the filter in the plinth are damaged in any way.
In case of damage, fluff filters and plinth filter must be replaced
immediately.

A damaged filter would cause an excessive build-up of fluff which in
turn would cause a fault.

» To ensure problem-free operation of the dryer:

- Remove the fluff from the filter surfaces and the fluff filters after
every drying cycle.

- In addition, the fluff filters, filter surfaces, the grille at the bottom
right and the air passages must be cleaned when prompted by
the display.

» Do not install the tumble dryer in a room where there is a risk of
frost. At temperatures around freezing point, the tumble dryer may
not be able to operate properly. There is a risk of damage if the
condensed water is allowed to freeze in the pump and drain hose.
The permitted room temperature is between 2 °C and 35 °C.

» If the water is drained externally, make sure the drain hose is
secured against slipping, e.g. if you hang it in a laundry tub or
laundry trough.

Otherwise the hose may slip off and the condensation water flowing
out may cause damage.

» Condensed water is not drinking water.
It can cause health problems in both people and animals if
consumed.

Warning and Safety instructions

» To prevent the risk of fire, the following textiles must not be dried
in the tumble dryer:

- Items which have not been washed.

- Items, such as workwear, which have not been thoroughly
cleaned and are still soiled with grease, oil or other deposits (such
as cooking oils, cosmetics, lotions, etc.). If items have not been
thoroughly cleaned, there is a danger that they might ignite when
heated, even after they have been removed from the tumble dryer
at the end of the programme.

- Items (e.g. mops and floor cloths) that have been treated with
inflammable cleaning agents or which contain residues of
acetone, alcohol, benzene, petrol, kerosene, stain remover,
turpentine, wax and wax remover or other chemicals.

- Items which have been splashed with hair lacquer, hair spray, nail
varnish remover or similar substances.

When washing such heavily soiled items ensure that you use a
larger quantity of detergent and select a high temperature. If in
doubt, wash the items several times.

» Qil-affected items can ignite spontaneously, especially when
exposed to heat sources such as in a tumble dryer.

The items become warm, causing an oxidation reaction in the oil.
Oxidation creates heat.

If the heat cannot escape, the items can become hot enough to
catch fire. Piling, stacking or storing oil-affected items can prevent
heat from escaping and so create a fire hazard.

If it is unavoidable that fabrics contaminated with vegetable or
cooking oil, or hair care products, be placed in a tumble dryer, they
should first be washed in hot water with extra detergent - this will
reduce, but not eliminate, the hazard.

» Remove all items from pockets (e.g. lighters, matches).
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Warning and Safety instructions

» WARNING: Never switch the tumble dryer off before the end of
the drying programme unless all items are removed immediately and
spread out to cool down.

» Fire hazard!

This tumble dryer must not be connected to a controllable socket
(e.g. a timer or a peak-load switch-off device).

The tumble dryer may only be operated with a peak-load device if
this is connected to the tumble dryer via the Miele XCl box and the
relevant settings have been configured on the tumble dryer.

There is a risk of the laundry self-igniting if the drying programme is
cancelled before the cooling phase has finished.

» To prevent the risk of fire, the following textiles must never be
dried in the tumble dryer:

- Items which have been cleaned using industrial chemicals (e.g.
professional dry-cleaning agents).

- Fabrics which contain a large proportion of rubber, foam rubber or
rubber-like materials. For example, products made from latex
foam rubber, shower caps, waterproof textiles, rubberised articles
and items of clothing and pillows with foam rubber filling.

- Fabrics which contain padding or fillings which are damaged (e.g.
pillows, jackets). The filling could fall out and cause a fire.

» The programme finishes when the cooling phase has been
completed. Many programmes are followed by a cooling phase to
ensure that the items are not too hot to handle when you remove
them (this also reduces the risk of the laundry self-igniting).

Make sure that you do not remove the laundry until the programme
has finished.

Warning and Safety instructions

» Fabric softener and similar products must be used according to
the instructions on the manufacturer's packaging.

» Do not store or use petrol, kerosene, paraffin or other flammable
substances near the dryer. Risk of fire and explosion!

» Do not expose the dryer to air which contains chlorine, fluorine or
other solvent vapours. This contaminated air can cause a fire.

» For appliance parts made from stainless steel:

Avoid contact between stainless steel surfaces and liquid detergents
or disinfecting agents containing chlorine or sodium hypochlorite.
These agents can cause corrosion on stainless steel.

Aggressive chlorine bleach vapours can also be corrosive.

Do not store open containers of these agents near the appliance.

Using a fragrance flacon (optional accessory)
» Only ever use original Miele fragrance flacons.

» The fragrance flacon must be stored in its packaging so please
make sure you retain this.

» Make sure that you always keep the fragrance flacon, or the fluff
filter with the flacon inserted in it, in a horizontal position when
carrying it, and do not tip or place it down on any surface. The
fragrance can leak.

» Use an absorbent cloth immediately to wipe up any fragrance
which has run out of the flacon onto the floor, the dryer or any dryer
components (e.g. the fluff filter).

» If fragrance which has run out of a flacon should come in contact
with the skin - wash the skin thoroughly with soap and water; come
in contact with the eyes - rinse the eyes with clean water for at least
15 minutes; be swallowed - rinse out the mouth thoroughly with
clean water. Seek medical advice in the case of contact with the
eyes or if fragrance has been swallowed.

» If fragrance which has run out of a flacon comes in contact with
clothing, change the clothing immediately. Wash the clothing or any
cloths used for mopping up fragrance thoroughly with plenty of
water and detergent.

» There is the risk of fire or damage to the tumble dryer if the
following instructions are not observed:

- Never refill a flacon with fragrance.
- Never use a faulty fragrance flacon.

» Dispose of an empty fragrance flacon with the household waste
and never use it for any other purpose.

» Please also observe the information supplied with the fragrance
flacon.

Accessories

» Only use genuine Miele spare parts and accessories with this
machine.

If spare parts or accessories from other manufacturers are used, any
warranty, performance and product liability claims will be invalidated.

» Miele tumble dryers and Miele washing machines can be installed
as a washer-dryer stack. This requires a Miele washer-dryer stacking
kit which can be purchased separately. Please ensure that the
washer-dryer stacking kit is suitable for your Miele tumble dryer and
your Miele washing machine.

» If you order a plinth for this tumble dryer (available from Miele as
an optional accessory), make sure it is the correct one.

/N Miele cannot be held liable for damage caused by non-
compliance with these Warning and Safety instructions.

Inserting a fragrance flacon

Fragrance flacons (optional
accessories) can be used to give your
laundry a pleasant scent.

/\ Risk of fire and harm to health if
fragrance flacons are used
incorrectly.

Leaked fragrance can be harmful to
your health if it comes in contact
with the body. Leaked fragrance can
cause a fire.

Before using a fragrance flacon,
please read the section “Using a
fragrance flacon (optional
accessory)” in the Warning and
Safety instructions.

This tumble dryer is equipped with a
multi-stage filter system, which
consists of fluff filters (1.) and a filter in
the plinth (2.).

This filter system collects all fluff
generated during the drying process.

1. When to clean the fluff filters

The fluff filters are located in the drum
loading area.

Failure to clean the filters regularly
could increase drying times.

& Fire hazard due to irregular
maintenance.

Too many fluff deposits in the filter
system and tumble dryer pose a fire
hazard.

Check the filter system and the air
flow openings on a regular basis.
Clean the filters if you find any fluff
deposits.

& Damage caused by a missing or
damaged filter system.

Too many fluff deposits in the filter
system and tumble dryer will
increase the risk of appliance
malfunctions.

Never use the tumble dryer without
the filter system. Always replace a
damaged filter system immediately.

The edges of the filter do not sit
properly and the filter is deformed. Fluff
will blow into the heat exchanger
unfiltered through edges that do not sit
properly. This will cause a permanent
obstruction in the heat exchanger.



Cleaning and care

Deformations

White residues or residues of other

colours

Deformations indicate that the filter has
become blocked and worn by
continuous use.

Cracks, tears, indentations

Fluff will blow into the heat exchanger
unfiltered through cracks and tears and
will cause obstruction.

Deformations indicate that the filter has
become blocked and worn by
continuous use.

Residues arise from laundry fibres and
residues of detergent components
which can clog the filter. They can be
found on the front and side edges of
the filter. In extreme cases, they can
form stubborn crusts.

Residues are a sign that the filter no
longer has a snug fit at the sides, even
if it appears to be perfect — fluff is
getting in unfiltered at the edges.

If these residues appear on the filter
again soon after cleaning, it must be
replaced.
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Cleaning and care

Cleaning the filter insert (in the
plinth)

The surface of the filter insert is visible
after removing the fluff filter (in the
plinth). This filter surface only needs to
be cleaned if there is a visible
accumulation of fluff.

m Carefully vacuum up any visible fluff
or dirt. Use a suction brush or a
narrow crevice nozzle.

If there are visible blockages or other
residues after cleaning: Remove the
filter insert and clean it under running
water. If stubborn residues are not
removed, these can lead to faults
over time.
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Removing the filter insert

If the filter insert is clogged up and
soiled, it must be removed and cleaned
under running water.

@ Use the handle to pull out the fluff

filter at an angle forwards and to the
right.

@ Pull the filter insert out at an angle.

m Rinse the filter surface of the insert

under warm running water.

Ensure the fluff filter is dry before
replacing it. Damp or wet filters can
cause operational faults.

Shake the filter insert thoroughly and
then dry it carefully.

& Risk of damage if the cooling fins
are cleaned incorrectly.

Never spray the tumble dryer with
water. Only ever clean the appliance
with a slightly damp, soft cloth.

m Clean the dryer and the seal on the
inside of the door only with a slightly
damp, soft cloth and mild detergent
or soapy water.

m Dry all parts with a soft cloth.
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m The drum and other stainless steel
parts can be cleaned with a suitable
stainless steel cleaner following the
manufacturer's instructions.

Feathers are a natural product and may develop
odours when exposed to heat.

m Laundry: Wash with sufficient detergent next time.
m Pillows: Take out of the tumble dryer and aerate.

Items made of synthetic
fibres are charged with
static electricity after

drying.

Synthetic fibres tend to attract static charge.

m Static charge can be reduced by adding fabric
softener to the final rinse in the washing
programme.

Fluff is caused by
tumble drying.

Fluff is principally the result of friction when garments
are being worn and to some extent when they are
being washed. Tumble drying hardly causes any fluff
to form.

Fluff is collected by the fluff filters and fine filters and
can easily be removed.

The room in which the tumble dryer is located is too
warm.

m Ventilate the room thoroughly.

Detergent residues, hair and fine fluff can clog the

filters.

m Clean the fluff filters and the filter in the plinth. See
“Cleaning and care” for an in-depth description.

m If you have removed the plinth filter, also check the
filter insert behind it. Clean it if necessary.

m If you have removed the filter insert, also check the
heat exchanger behind it. Clean it if necessary.

The cooling fins behind the bottom right grille are

soiled.

m Clean as described in “Cleaning and care -
Cleaning the bottom right grille/heat exchanger”.

The laundry is too damp.

m Spin the laundry using a higher spin speed in the
washing machine.

The tumble dryer has been overloaded.

m Do not exceed the maximum load for the
programme selected.

Metallic components, e.g. zippers, have prevented

the dryer from registering the correct moisture level.

m Open the zippers next time.

m If the problem occurs again, dry these items using
the Timed drying warm air programme.

* Switch the tumble dryer off and on again after a short waiting period before

starting a new programme.
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General problems with the tumble dryer

Problem

Possible cause and remedy

You can hear buzzing or
humming operating
noises.

This is not a fault.
These noises are normal and caused by the
operation of the compressor (heat pump).

The interior drum
lighting does not come
on.

The drum lighting switches off automatically when
the door is closed.

To save energy, the drum lighting will switch off
after a few minutes if the door is left open for an
extended period.

The drum lighting will come on when the door is
opened if the tumble dryer is switched on.

The display isin a
different language.

A different language has been selected.

m Set the language you want. The flag symbol [
serves as a guide.
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Regenerating the plinth filter

You can regenerate one or more dirty
plinth filters in the washing machine. In
this way, a plinth filter can be used
again for a reasonable period of time.

m Wash one or more plinth filters
separately without garments. Do not
add laundry detergent.

Useful tip: Select a short wash
programme with a maximum
temperature of 40°C and a maximum
spin speed of 600 rpm.

m Select for example the Separate
rinse programme.

After washing and spinning, you can
refit the plinth filter. You can continue to
use a regenerated plinth filter as long as
there are no signs of wear.

You can no longer use a regenerated
plinth filter if it shows signs of wear
or deformation.

Never block the ventilation slots on
the tumble dryer. Do not block the
gap between the bottom of the
tumble dryer and the floor with plinth
boards, deep pile carpet etc. which
could obstruct the openings. This
would hinder a sufficient flow of air
to the tumble dryer.
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Installation

Room ventilation

- Air drawn in for use in the drying
process will be warm when it is
expelled back into the room by the
tumble dryer. You must therefore
ensure that the room is sufficiently
ventilated, particularly if the
appliance is located in a small room.

- Make sure that the room temperature
is not too high. If there are other heat
producing appliances in the room in
which the dryer is located, make sure
the room is well ventilated and switch
the other appliances off, if possible.

Otherwise running times and energy
consumption could be increased.

External control equipment

The XCI box accessory is needed to
connect external control equipment
(such as payment systems, dispensing
systems or peak load control units).

Payment system

The dryer can be fitted with a payment
system (optional accessory). This must
be connected and programmed by a
Miele Professional Service technician.

Coins/tokens must be removed from
the coin box regularly. Otherwise, the
payment system will become blocked.

Drain hose for condensed
water

The condensed water is pumped away
through the drain hose which is
located at the back of the dryer.

Arranging the drain hose

& Risk of damage to the drain hose
due to improper use.

The drain hose can be damaged and
may leak.

Do not pull on the drain hose and do
not stretch it or allow it to become
kinked.

Useful tip: Follow the warnings
regarding leakage or backflow of water
when selecting one of the following
connection options.

- Connected securely to a floor drain
(quilly)

- Connected directly to a laundry tub
or trough drain outlet

Connection to a drainage system
already in use by another appliance,

Should the end of the hose come
loose, overflowing water can cause
damage.

Secure the drain hose carefully (e.g.
by tying it) to make sure it cannot
slip.

The
tumble dryer will sustain damage
and water will leak out.

The non-return valve should be used
if the end of the hose is immersed in
water or mounted onto other water-
bearing connections.

A non-return valve kit is available as an
optional accessory for external
condensed water connections.

Example: Connected directly to a
laundry tub or trough drain outlet

1. Adapter

2. Washbasin nut

3. Hose clip

4. Hose extension

5. Non-return valve and hose clips

6. Tumble dryer drain hose

Electrical connection

This description applies to tumble
dryers both with and without a mains

plug.

The following applies to tumble dryers
with a mains plug:

- This tumble dryer is supplied with a
mains cable with moulded plug.

- The electrical socket must be easily
accessible so that the tumble dryer
can be disconnected from the
electricity supply.

& Damage caused by incorrect
supply voltage.

The data plate indicates the nominal
power consumption and the
appropriate fuse rating.

Compare the specifications on the
data plate with those of the mains
electricity supply.

The dryer must only be connected to a
permanent electrical system that
conforms to the national and local
codes and regulations.

Do not connect the machine via an
extension lead or power board. They do
not guarantee the required safety of the
appliance (e.g. danger of overheating
and fire).

If the appliance is hard wired, an all-
pole disconnection must be provided
on site. The means of disconnection
must be incorporated in the fixed wiring
in accordance the the wiring rules.
When switched off, there must be an
all-pole contact gap of at least 3 mm in
the isolator switch (including circuit
breakers, fuses, and relays according to
AS/NZS 3000). This connection must
be carried out by a qualified and
competent electrician.

The plug connector or isolator switch
should be easily accessible at all times.

& Risk of electric shock!

If the dryer is disconnected from the
power supply, protective measures
must be taken to ensure that the
point of disconnection cannot
accidentally be switched on again.
Make sure the isolator is lockable or
the point of disconnection is
monitored at all times.

New connections, modifications to the
system, or servicing of the protective
conductor, including determining the
correct fuse rating, must be carried out
by a qualified and competent
electrician, as they are familiar with the
pertinent regulations and the specific
requirements of the electrical utility
company.

The dryer must not be connected to
devices such as timers which would
switch it off automatically.

Favourites Supervisor

Programmes

Touching the % sensor takes you to
the Supervisor level.

Access via code

A code is needed to access the
Supervisor level.

Factory default: the code is 000.
