
Search  Light  Self-Iearning Manual 

OPERATION: 

１、 Turn on the power of the remote. The power  switch is at left side of remote. 

Please refer to Fig.1. 

２、 Press lamp “on” button once,the lamp will turn on steadity.At this 

time,you can adjust  the direction of the light beam  by pressing  the  

direction  button. 

３、 To turn off the lamp,just press “off”  once button. 

SOS  CODE LEARNING PRECEDURE: 

１、 Press  both ← and ↓ button simultaneously  on the remote within  two 

seconds  after power on  the main unit,If the light flashes,the code 

learning  completes. 

REMARK: 

If your remote loses or you can’t find out your remote,you may use another remote 

by  learning the following precedure: 

1.Press “on” botton without moving away.and make sure if the signal light is 

on. 

2.Then connect the electricity. 

3.After your light is on,then you can normal operate. 

4.Please note that you can only use 1  remote for one main unit.
