Getting Started

Reset Button: Press a small object into the “Reset” hole on the back of the
device and hold for 5 seconds. A voice prompt will state “Reset camera
successfully” when properly completed.

It is recommended that you insert an 8128 GB high-speed Micro SD card.
Otherwise, the camera will not be able to store, view old video, or support
important functions, such as firmware upgrading.
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2. Install the Smart Life App .
Download the Smart Life App: Access the Smart Life app from your Google Play /
Apple App Store or scan the QR code below to download and install.
Register and Login: Open the Smart Life App and follow the prompts to register
and log in.

3.Add The Device
Please make sure that there is an available Wi-Fi network and that you are
connected to the internet.

Find the USB port on the bottom of the smart camera and insert the power
cord to turn on the device.

Then go to the Smart Life app home page and click “ADD DEVICES” on the

main screen. Choose “Security camera”.

Select the “QR Code” in the upper right corner of the screen. Click confirm

and proceed according to the prompts on your mobile phone.

A voice prompt will state “Reset
camera successfully”. Then you may connect to the new network.
