Da i l y Cl ean ing

Umbre l la C lean ing : Use mi l d soapy wa te r and a so f t b r i s t l e
brush to gen t l y brush th e su r f ace o f th e umbre l l a to remove du s t ,
s t a in s and so on . Do no t use s t r ong ac id i c or a lk a l in e c l eane r s to
avo id damag ing th e umbre l la su r f ace ma t e r i a l .
Umbre l la po l e and bone c l ean ing : You can use a damp clo th to
wipe th e po le and bone to remove su r fac e di r t . I f you encoun t e r
s t a in s tha t ar e d i f f i cu l t to c l ean , you can use an approp r i a t e
amoun t of c l eane r , bu t be ca r e fu l to dr y th em in t ime .

Regular maintenance

Check ing th e connec t ing pa r t s : Use r s ar e adv i s ed to check th e
connec t ing pa r t s o f th e pa ra so l re gu la r l y , su ch as whe the r th e
sc r ews and nu t s ar e loo s e . I f found loo s e , t i gh ten th em wi th a
spanne r in t ime to ensu re th e s t ru c tu ra l s t ab i l i t y of th e sun
umbre l l a .
An t i - ru s t t r e a tmen t : For me ta l pa r t s tha t ar e prone to ru s t , su ch
as umbre l l a po l e s and umbre l la bones , you can app l y an t i - ru s t
o i l re gu la r l y to pr ev en t ru s t f r om af f e c t ing norma l use

Seasonal Maintenance
A t th e t ime of sea sona l change , fo r examp l e , be fo r e th e on se t of
win t e r , i t i s re commended tha t th e use r ca r r i e s ou t a
comprehen s i v e c l ean ing and ma in t enance o f th e sun umbre l l a ,
and th en s t o r e i t app rop r i a t e l y . For examp le , pu t th e sun
umbre l l a away , c l ean i t , and s t o r e i t in a du s t cove r in a dry ,
ven t i la t e d p la ce to avo id damage cau sed by long - t e rm exposu re
to hum id i t y .
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Safety Precautions

Wea the r Cond i t i on s :Do no t use th e pa ra so l in bad wea th e r
cond i t ion s (e . g . , h i gh winds , heavy ra in s , thunder and l i gh tn ing ,
e t c . ) to avo id th e pa ra so l be ing blown over , damaged , or even
cau s ing in ju r y . Use r s ar e ad v i s ed to pu t th e pa ra so l away and f i x
i t in t ime when encoun te r ing w indy wea the r .
In thunde r s t o rms , do no t s t and unde r th e pa ra so l as th e me ta l
po le may conduc t e l e c t r i c i t y and in c r ea s e th e r i s k o f be ing
s t ru ck by l i gh tn ing .
