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1.3 Getting started

1.3.1 Settingup

Your new tablet is partially charged. Charge the battery
with the included USB-C cable.

You are advised to fully charge the battery (mm).
Charging status is indicated by a percentage displayed
on screen. The percentage increases as the tablet is
charged.

@ To reduce power consumption and energy waste
when the battery is fully charged, disconnect your
charger from the plug; switch off Wi-Fi, Bluetooth
or background-running applications when not in

use; reduce the backlight time, etc.

Learn more about battery life and proper use to
maximize your battery’s performance.
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e Don't use or place your device in extreme
temperatures. Extreme temperatures, whether too high
or too low, can accelerate battery degradation and
reduce its overall lifespan. For optimal performance, the
manufacturer’'s recommended operating temperature
range is 0°C (32°F) to 40°C (104°F).

e Deactivate Wi-Fi, GPS, Bluetooth when not in use.

e Deactivate auto-syncing of apps, close unnecessary
apps.

e Turn display off by pressing the power key when the
device is not in use.
e Set Screen timeout to a short interval.

e Lower the screen brightness.

o After charging 100%, disconnect charger from the
plug. Do not keep device constantly under charge, this
will reduce the battery life.

e Think of activating your phone's Intelligent charging
mode (Settings > Smart Manager > Battery > Battery
health > Intelligent charging mode) to stop charging at
80% battery level, for a longer battery life.

e To minimize the effect, it is recommended to use fast
charging only when necessary and avoid keeping the
battery at high charge levels for extended periods.

Press and hold the Power key and Volume Up key until
options appear, then select Power off.

1.4.4 Personalizing your Home screen

Virtual private networks (VPNs) allow you to connect
to the resources inside a secured local network from
outside that network. VPNs are commonly deployed
by corporations, schools, and other institutions so
that their users can access local network resources
when not inside that network, or when connected to a
wireless network.

8.4.7 UsB

With the USB cable, you can transfer media files
and other files between your internal storage and a
computer.

8.4.8 Printing

Tap Printing to activate Print services. You can select
your Default print service or choose Add service.

8.4.9 Quick Share

Quick Share is a service to send and receive files
between Android devices located at proximity. A list of
devices will appear in your proximity when using the
Quick Share feature, which you can share content with.
When you tap on the receiver, they will be notified
with the option to accept or decline the file you are
sharing. Google's Quick Share will then automatically
choose the best protocol for fast and easy sharing using
Bluetooth, Bluetooth Low Energy, WebRTC or peer-to-
peer Wi-Fi. This means you can use Quick Share even
when you are completely offline.
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8.5 Home screen & lock screen

Access wallpaper, style options, and shortcuts for
your Home and Lock screens. Home settings: Set your
preferred Home screen style and grid size. Customize
how App icon badges display notifications associated
with the app. Enable or disable Fill empty cells, that is,
when apps are removed the empty cells will be filled
automatically. Enable Google feed to simply swipe
right from the Home screen to enjoy your news feed.
Lock screen settings: Customize how and which apps
show notifications on the lock screen. Set a lock screen
message, which may help to identify your device.
Enable Wake screen for notifications for the lock screen
to light when notifications are received.

Non-lock screen charging animation: When enabled,
a charging percentage animation will temporarily
display on the screen when the USB-C charger is first
connected to the device.

Default home app: If other Launcher software is
installed and available, you can change your default
home app here.
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8.6 NXTPAPER zone

NXTPAPER offers superior image quality with reduced
glare and reflections. Tap NXTPAPER zone to change
NXTPAPER mode, you can select your preferred mode.
To quickly access the NXTPAPER Zone outside of
Settings, press and hold the NXTPAPER Key on the side
of the tablet.
