Press and hold the multi-function right button for 2 seconds to turn off/on
the breathing LED light. When you restart the headphones, the Breathing

LED will light up.



How To Pair (First Pairing)

Pairing is the operation of initially connecting this Bluetooth headset to a
playback device (such as a mobile phone, etc.) via Bluetooth technology.
Please make sure to complete Bluetooth pairing before the first use.

o The headset must be fully charged and disconnected from the
power source. Prepare the headset and Bluetooth device.
® Do not place any obstacles between the two devices, and keep both devices
at a maximum distance of 10m (approximately 32.8 feet).
