If for any reason the 13 amp plug fitted to this product requires replacement it must be wired in
accordance with the following instruction:;

Conrect the Blue wire to the terminal marked MNeutral (N). Canpect the Brown wire to the terminal
marked Live (L}.

OPERATION (PIC.2)

This maching s fitted with & “continuous running
button” To start the machine squeere the On JOH
trigger switch (Pic 2} (2 1), wivwen the machine starts
press in the continuous running button (Pw, 2)(2.2) and
release pressure 00 the OnvOH tngoer. The machine
will now fun contmuouly. To stop the machine briafly
press then release the On/OH trigger.  Preas the
maching firmby down onto the work pece and push
sowly forwand ketting the blade cut frissly. Increasing
the prossure will not result e 8 taster cul

NOTE: if the ligsaw base is not held firmly into the
work piece the blade will snag and break.

This machine s fitted with a Variable Speed selector
ewitch (P 2H2.3) umply rotate the dial to achieve the
desired speed "1 being the lowest and "6" being the
haghest.

ANGLE CUTTING (PICS.384)
Locwen the hexagon screw (Pic.3) (3,1) located on the
indersice of the machine, using the hexagon kby
prosadied, and shoe the base barkwands to enable the
base plate to be rebocated in one of the preset cutting
angle locabons, angles achievable are 0,15.30 and 45
degrees both left and right. Using a set square check
the required angle 0° - 45° and adpust if necessary
{Pec_4). Finadly re-tighten the hex screw,

PENDULUM ACTION (PIC.5)

Shide the blade (Pic 6)
(6.2} into the locating groove with teeth pointing
forward, release the locking collar to secure the blade.

When cutting materials with a decorative or polished
finish cover either the base of the ligsaw or the surface
of the matorial being cut with masking or other
suitable tape to prevent scratching
