Slide the cooking pan onto the
bottom rack position, and into the
cooking chamber.

Close the door.

02 Plug the power cord into a 120V
power source.

The oven is in standby mode and the
display shows OFF.

03 Push the dial to wake the oven. Touch
the temperature field. Air Fry and the
temperature field will flash.

The temperature field shows 400°F.

Carefully pull the rotisserie spit
towards you to remove your food
from the cooking chamber, then
place your food on a tray or heat-
resistant surface.

Using heat protection for your hands,
unscrew the setting screws and
remove the forks from the food, then
remove the food from the spit.
