Programme indicator light: when you select the washing programme, the corresponding light will display.
Programme key: press to select washing programme. Multiple presses select different programmes.

Salt and rinse aid warning light: Comes on when the softener or dispenser needs to be refilled.

Delay start time: displays the delay start time. Also displays the water temperature and ERROR codes.
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Delay key: press to set the delay start time. One press sets the wash cycle forward by 1 hour (up to 24 hours into
the future).
6. Power on light: comes on when Power ON/OFF button is pressed down.
