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. When the cleaner is connected to the power cord, the unit will begin charging when the power box is turned on. When the cleaner is operating while

charging, it is essential to ensure that the cord is tightly connected to the cleaner’s cord port.

Operate the cleaner in an environment with temperatures between 50°F and 95°F (10°C to 35°C).

When operating without the cord, please connect the power unit (power cord plus power box) to charge the cleaner before its battery is fully depleted.

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5.2 Charging
5.2.1 Charging Instructions

After the cleaner completes its cleaning cycle, it will automatically move to the poolside. Use the hook to retrieve the cleaner from the water. Ensure that the cleaner is
turned off when charging (the indicator light is completely off).

Charging cleaner under Corded Mode:
During corded operation, the cleaner can be simultaneously charged at low power by the cord. To charge the cleaner further after its cleaning cycle is complete, please lift it out of

the pool, power it off, and place it flat on the ground. After about 20 seconds, the cleaner’s green light will begin flashing to indicate charging. When the green light stays constant,
charging is completed.

Charging cleaner under Cordless Mode:
Please lift the cleaner out of the pool, power it off, and place it flat on the ground. Connect the power cord to the cleaner, then turn on the power box. Charging begins when the
cleaner’s green light starts flashing. When the green light stays constant, charging is completed.
