To lock the keypad, press and hold the and buttons for 5
seconds.

@ will appear on the screen. The keypad is now locked.

To unlock the keypad, press and hold the (ok] and buttons for 5
seconds.

@ will disappear from the screen. The keypad is now unlocked.
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Selectable range 5~20°C. This function is set to protect pipes against
freezing or to prevent low room temperature when the programmer is
programmed to be OFF or is manually OFF.

Frost protection function

Frost protection can be activated by following the procedure below.

Press both the (£) and (=] buttons for 5 seconds, to enter selection mode.

Press either the (4] or (=] buttons to to turn On or turn Off frost
protection.

Press the button to confirm.

Press either the (£] or (=] buttons to increase or decrease the desired
frost protection setpoint.

Press the button to select.

Both HOT WATER and HEATING zones will be switched ON in the event of
room temperature falling below the frost protection setpoint.

When frost protection is activated “Frost” will flash on the screen.

Master reset

Lower the cover on the front of the programmer.

There are four hinges holding the cover in place.

Between the 3rd and 4th hinges there is a circular hole.

Insert a ball point pen or similar object to master reset the programmer.

After pressing the master reset button, the date and time will now need
to be reprogrammed.
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
