Proper posture when using your Desktop PC

When using your Desktop PC, maintaining the proper posture is necessary to prevent strain to your
wrists, hands, and other joints or muscles. This section provides you with tips on avoiding physical
discomfort and possible injury while using and fully enjoying your Desktop PC.

You can turn off your computer by doing either of the following procedures:

«  Launch the Start menu, select the power icon then select Shut down to do a normal
shutdown.

From the log-in screen, select the power icon then select Shut down.

+  Press + to launch Shut Down Windows. Select Shut down from the drop-
down list then select OK.

If your computer is unresponsive, press and hold the power button for at least four (4)
seconds until your computer turns off.

Putting your computer to sleep

You can put your computer to Sleep mode in two ways:

«  Launch the Start menu, select the power icon then select Sleep to put your computer to
sleep.

From the log-in screen, select the power icon then select Sleep.

«  Press + to launch Shut Down Windows. Select Sleep from the drop-down list
then select OK.

/ You can also put your computer to Sleep mode by pressing the power button once.
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
