Make sure that the power
cord or extension cable is not
damaged by running over,
pinching, dragging or the like.
Protect the power cords from
heat, oil, and sharp edges.
Turn off the appliance and re-
move the mains plug prior to
any care and maintenance
works.

Repair work and work on the
electrical components may
only be performed by an au-
thorised customer service.

Installation and Startup

= Completely open the water tap.

= Appliance ventilation: Switch the appliance on with
the high-pressure hose detached and operate
(max. 2 minutes) until the water exits the high-pres-
sure connection without bubbles. Switch off appli-
ance and reconnect high-pressure hose.

= Pull out the sieve in the water connection using flat-
nose pliers and clean under running water.

Strong pressure fluctuations

= Clean high-pressure nozzle: Remove dirt and de-
bris from the nozzle bore, using a needle and rinse
through with water from the front.

= Check water flow quantity.

Appliance is leaking

= Slight leakage from the appliance pump is normal.
If the leakage increases contact the authorized
customer service.

No detergent infeed

= Detach spray lance from the trigger gun. Work only
with the trigger gun.

= Check the detergent suction hose for kinks.
