- When using the robot vacuum for the first time, it is recommended to follow the robot
vacuum throughout the whole process to remove the items that may affect the work of the
robot vacuum.

- If the robot vacuum may get stuck or scratch the surface of furniture in some areas, you can
set restricted areas in the app to prevent the robot vacuum from entering these areas.

- The robot vacuum will moisten the mop pads before starting the task. Please wait with
patience.

- Before using the robot vacuum, ensure the omni station is connected to the power and the
robot vacuum is connected to the omni station.

Omni station settings

- Auto-empty settings: You can enable or disable auto-empty and change the
auto-empty frequency.

- Mop pad cleaning settings: You can adjust the frequency with which the
robot vacuum returns for cleaning mop pads.

Notes:

- You must create a map first before selecting a zone to clean, carrying out zoned cleanup, or
editing the map.

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Firmware Update

You can update the firmware in the app. Before updating, make sure the robot
vacuum is on the omni station and the battery level is more than 30%.

Restore Factory Settings

If the robot vacuum malfunctions and cannot be used normally, press and hold
the reset button for 3 seconds with a tool until there is a voice message of
starting to restore factory settings, and the robot vacuum will be restored to the
factory settings. If the factory settings couldn't be restored, press and hold the
reset button for 10 seconds to forcefully turn off the robot vacuum and restore
factory settings.

Cleaning the Clean and Dirty Water Tanks

1. Remove both the clean and dirty water tanks, open the lids, and pour out
the water.

2. Use clean water to completely wash the tanks, and then wipe the
outside of the tanks dry before reinserting them into the omni station.

Note: The floating balls in the clean and dirty water tanks are moving parts. Do not use
too much force when cleaning the water tanks to avoid damage.
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Cleaning the Washboard and Washboard Base

1. Enable the omni station auxiliary flushing function in the app and the robot
vacuum will automatically leave the omni station. Manually remove the
washboard, and the omni station will automatically inject water into the
washboard base. Use a cloth or brush to clean the washboard base and the
washboard.

2.Wait for 3 minutes, and the omni station will automatically pump out the dirty
water. Wipe dry the washboard base and the washboard with a dry cloth, and
reinstall the washboard onto the omni station. Make sure the dirty water hose
of the omni station is inside the groove of the washboard (as illustrated) to avoid
warping the dirty water hose; otherwise, it may affect normal use.

Note: Do not tilt the omni station during daily use or cleaning. If water collects in the
washboard base, wipe it dry with a cloth.

Cleaning the Anti-tangle Hair-cutting Brush

1. Remove the brush cover and the brush.

2.Remove the brush's removable end cap.

3.Clean the two ends of the brush and gaps of the comb teeth
with proper tools.

4.Put back the removable end cap, and then reinstall the brush
and the brush cover. Make sure they are firmly secured.

CAUTION: If too much hair is tangled in the brush, or if the hair is tightly
tangled, do not forcibly pull on it, as this could damage the brush.

Cleaning the Side Brush

1. Turn the robot vacuum upside down, pull the side brush upwards, and clean it.
2. Reinstall the side brush into the robot vacuum.

When reinstalling the side brush,
align it with the slot.

Cleaning the Dust Compartment and Filter

1. Open the cover of the robot vacuum, and press the dust compartment
release button to remove the dust compartment upward from the robot
vacuum.

2. Remove the filter from the filter clip, gently tap the filter frame to remove any
dirt, and empty the trash from the dust compartment.
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3. If necessary, rinse the dust compartment and the filter with clean water.

Notes:

- Do not attempt to clean the filter with a brush or your fingers.

- Frequent rinse is not recommended, otherwise the filter may be damaged.

- Only use clean water to clean the dust compartment and filter. Do not use detergent.

4. Fully dry the dust compartment and filter before reinstalling them.

Care & Maintenance

1. Flip the robot vacuum over and pull
out the caster wheel.

2. Remove hair, dirt, and other debris
from the wheel and axle.

3. Reinsert the caster wheel and
press it firmly back into place.
