The temperutures most suited to the atmosphere in summer vary

between (24-27°C) 75°-80°F. We do nhot advise selection of tem-

peratures much lower than those outside.

Select fan speed by pressing the "FAN” button (Q) until the fan

DEHUMIDIFYING FUNCTION

This function is idedl for reducing humidity in the atmosphere while
avoiding increuses or decreuses in temperature (in between seu-
sohs, dump pluces, wet spells of weuther).

Whenh you select the dehumidifying function, the letters * dh  will
dpjpeur on the display.

The wuater is collected in the taunk at the rear of the appliance.
When the tank is full, the duppliance will stop working und the
display will show the letters ™ FE” (Full Tunk); the tank must then be
emptied. When it is re-inserted, the dgppliance will re-start auto-
maticdlly. N.B. remove the dir exhaust hose (14).

In the dir-conditioning function, the unit employs un exclusive con-
densdation recycling system to dispose of excess moisture. In hormal
conditions, condensution is disposed of automuticully. When the
humidity is particularly high, an excess of condensuation may built up
in the TANK . When this huppens, the display will show the letters
* FE (Full Tank); indicating that the TANK should be emptied. Whe-
never conditions of high humidity muke the problem recurrent, you
muay discharge the excess water directly into a drdin, using the rub-
ber tube supplied. The tube should be inserted into the hole provi-
ded, ufter huving removed the rubber stopper. (see figure).
