Press the "FUNCTION" button to toggle to "SCAN," which will cycle through displaying: TIME,
DISTANCE, SPEED, COUNTER, CALORIE.

TIME:

(1) Time elapsed from the start to the end of exercise.

(2) Press the "FUNCTION" button until the "TIME" light illuminates to display the actual
workout time.

DISTANCE:
Measure the walking distance(Meter) from the start to the stop of the movement.

SPEED:
Displays the current speed (01-12).

COUNTER:
Shows the current exercise cycle.

CALORIE:
Calculates the calories burned from the start to the end of the exercise.

® Elliptical Machine Usage Quick Guide
Operation:

A. Insert the power cord.

B. Press the "START/STOP" button on the control panel or "POWER" button on the remote
control to turn on the machine.

C. The default MANUAL MODE is to START the device. Press the "START/STOP" button on
the display or remote control to start .

D. Switching Mode:

@®Enter AUTO MODE: Press the "MODE" button on the remote control or the "MODE"
button on the control panel.

(@Enter MANUAL MODE: Press the "MODE" button on the remote control or the "MODE"
button on the control panel until "HR" is displayed on the screen.

E. Adjust the level:
AUTO MODE (P1-P12): Press the "MODE" button on the remote control or the "MODE"

button on the control panel.

Note:*Speed levels cannot be adjusted in AUTO MODE, use "MODE" button to select AUTO MODEL
levels (P1-P12).

MANUAL MODE (01-12): Press the "SPEED" button on the remote control or the "+/-"
buttons on the control panel.

F. Switch pedal direction: Press the "DIRECTION" button on the remote control or the control
panel.

Note: *Pedal direction cannot be changed in AUTO MODE, because the auto mode is the preset
program.

*Use foot straps to secure feet on pedals.

G. Turn off the machine: Long-press the "START/STOP" for 2 seconds or Press the
"POWER" on the remote control to turn off the screen.
H. Unplug the power cord.

® Resistance Band Usage Guide:

A. Pull the fixing plate out from both sides at the bottom of the machine.
B. Secure the resistance bands on both sides.

C. Adjust the length of the resistance bands according to your needs and warm up.
