Overview

This product is an 2x1 8K KVM switcher. It is able to share multiple USB 3.0
devices (such as USB camera, speakerphone or other conference devices)
between two sets of HDMI 2.1 input ports and USB-B ports. It supports
resolutions up to 8K@60Hz 4:2:0 10bit and 4K@120Hz 10bit in FRL mode,
and up to 10K@120Hz 4:2:0 12bit in DSC mode. The switcher is also
compatible with latest HDCP 2.3. It also supports front panel button
switching and Hotkey switching (the USB keyboard must be connected to
USB 1.1 port).

Features

HDMI 2.1 standard with 40Gbps FRL and 18Gbps TMDS dual mode
support.

2x1 KVM switch with two sets of HDMI 2.1 + USB 3.0 inputs/outputs.
Supports 8K@60Hz, 4K@144Hz and 4K@120Hz uncompressed
resolution, and 10K@120Hz, 8K@120Hz with DSC compressed
resolution.

Hotkey Function

One USB 1.1 port on front panel of the switcher supports keyboard Hotkey
function. This function is enabled by default, and can be set to
disabled/enabled through combined keys on the connected keyboard.

Supported Hotkey: Tab (default), Caps Lock

Key Operation Function

Press “Ctrl” (“Left”) + “"Alt” + Enable hotkey.

“Shift” + “["

Press “Ctrl” (“Left”) + “Alt” + Disable hotkey.

“Shift” + “1"

Press the “Hotkey"” twice quickly = Switch to this hotkey.
Press “Hotkey” +"1" Switch to input group 1.

Press “Hotkey” + “Left” Switch to previous input group (Cycle

Press “Hotkey” + “Right” Switch to next input group (Cycle group

If you want to use the “Caps Lock” as a hotkey, please ensure the hotkey
function is enabled, and press the “Caps Lock” key twice quickly to switch
the hotkey to it, and other hotkeys are invalid. If you need to use other
hotkeys, please repeat the above steps.

Note: When switch to the PC in standby mode, click the hotkey of the
connected keyboard can wake up this PC.
