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Getting Started

Installing Batteries

Install 2x AAA batteries in the =
battery compartment located on  |©||®
the back of the remote control 3
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Note: Batteries not included
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Placement Option 1: Table or Tripod

Place the camera on a flat, stable surface or on attach to a compatible
tripod




Getting Started

Placement Option 2:
Ceiling Mount

The camera can also be
mounted on a ceiling using
the included mounting kit

Use the included hardware to
attach the mounting plate to the
ceiling as shown. Point the arrow
on the mounting plate in the
direction you want the camera to
face.

Caution: If you're mounting the
camera on drywall, be sure to use
the included drywall anchors.

Mounting Kit Contents
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0 3x drywall anchor

1x mounting plate

.. 3x screw

Push the camera against the
mounting plate and rotate it
clockwise.

Caution: Always hold the camera
by the base and avoid touching
the lens



Connect the camera to your computer’s USB port
Note: The camera will perform an automatic scan across its full range
of motion when connected
