The swamp is also home to giant alligators that can
devour adults..The stories were chilling, but they drew waves of young people who ventured into this no-man’s land,
deep into the swampy hinterland, and garnered attention by sharing their location on Twitter. There are many people
going in, and there are occasional unfortunate disappearances. But instead of deterring people from entering, it acts
like a magnet to attract more visitors.

In fact, this is a very beautiful ancient forest. The founder of the race, Chandler Bing, was born and raised on a nearby
farm. He believes that no matter how powerful the vehicle is, it is difficult to pass here, and no matter how deep the
rut is, it is difficult to maintain a week.
