Some of the accessoriesmentioned in this user guide, such as charger, headset, or data
cable, may be sold separately.
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Note: The pre-set security code is 12345. To switch on the security code, select Menu
> Se�ings > Security se�ings > Phone security , enter the code 12345 and select
OK , and then select On . To change the security code, select Menu > Se�ings >
Security se�ings > Change access codes > Change security code , enter the current
security code and select OK . Enter your new code (5-8 digits) and select OK , then enter
the new code again and select OK . When you change the code, you need to remember the
new code, as HMDGlobal is not able to open or bypass it.

Parts and connectors, magnetism

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do
not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device
or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay
special a�ention to volume levels.

Parts of the device aremagnetic. Metallic materials may be a�racted to the device. Do not
place credit cards or other magnetic stripe cards near the device for extended periods of
time, since the cardsmay be damaged.

SETUP ANDSWITCHON YOUR PHONE

Mini SIM

Important: This device is designed to be usedwith amini SIM card only. Use of incompatible
SIM cardsmay damage the card or the device, andmay corrupt data stored on the card.

Note: Switch the device o� and disconnect the charger and any other device before
removing any covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers.
Always store and use the device with any covers a�ached.
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Open the back cover

1. Put your fingernail in the small slot on the side of the phone, lift and remove the cover.

2. If the ba�ery is in the phone, lift it out.

Insert the SIM cards

1. Slide the SIM card in the SIM card slot with the contact area face down.

2. If you have a second SIM, slide it in the SIM2 slot. Both SIM cards are available at the same
timewhen the device is not being used, but while one SIM card is active, for example,
making a call, the other may be unavailable.
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Insert thememory card

1. Slide thememory card in thememory card slot.

2. Put back the ba�ery.

Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cardsmay
damage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Tip: Use a fast, up to 32 GBmicroSDmemory card from awell-knownmanufacturer.

Close the back cover

Put back the back cover and press around the edges until the cover snaps into place.
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Switch on your phone

Press and hold�.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE

Your ba�ery has been partially charged at the factory, but youmay need to recharge it before
you can use your phone.

Charge the ba�ery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone, then
from thewall outlet.

If the ba�ery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging
indicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when awall outlet is not available. The e�iciency of USB
charging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and the
device to start functioning.

KEYPAD

Use the phone keys

• To see the apps and features of your
phone, on the home screen, select
Menu .

• To go to an app or feature, press the scroll
key up, down, left, or right. To open the
app or feature, press the scroll key.

• To go back to the home screen, press the
end key.

• To change the volume of your phone
during a call or when listening to the radio,
scroll up or down.

• To switch on the flashlight, on the home
screen, press the scroll key up twice. To
switch it o�, scroll up once. Do not shine
the light in anyone’s eyes.

Lock the keypad

To avoid accidentally pressing the keys, lock the keypad: select Go to > Lock keypad . To
unlock the keypad, press the end key, and select Unlock .
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Writewith the keypad

If predictive text is o�, press a key repeatedly until the le�er is shown.

To type in a space press the 0 key.

To type in a special character or punctuationmark, press the asterisk key.

To switch between character cases, press the# key repeatedly.

To type in a number, press and hold a number key.

CALLS

Make a call

Learn how tomake a call with your new phone.

1. Type in the phone number. To type in the + character, used for international calls, press *
twice.

2. Press the call key. If asked, select which SIM to use.

3. To end the call, press the end key.

Answer a call

Press�.

CONTACTS

Add a contact

1. Select Menu >� > Add contact .

2. Select where to save the contact.

3. Write the name and select OK .

4. Type in the number and select OK .

Save a contact from call log

1. Select Menu >� > Missed calls , Received calls , or Dialled numbers , depending on
fromwhere youwant to save the contact.

2. Scroll to the number youwant to save, select Opt. > Save , and select where youwant to
save the contact.

3. Add the contact’s name, check that the phone number is correct, and select OK .
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Call a contact

You can call a contact directly from the contacts list.

1. Select Menu >�.

2. Select Names and scroll to the contact youwant to call.

3. Press the call key.

SENDMESSAGES

Write and sendmessages

1. Select Menu >� > Createmessage .

2. Write your message.

3. Press� and type in a phone number, or select Search and a recipient from your contacts
list or groups.

4. Select OK . If asked, select which SIM to use.
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4 Personalize your phone

CHANGE TONES

Set new tones

1. Select Menu >� > Tone se�ings .

2. Select which tone youwant to change and select for which SIM card youwant to change it.

3. Scroll to the tone that youwant and select OK .

CHANGE THE LOOKOF YOURHOMESCREEN

Choose a newwallpaper

You can change the background of your home screen.

1. Select Menu >� > Display se�ings > Wallpaper .

2. Select Default to choose from pre-set wallpapers, or select Photos to choose a photo
you have taken.

3. Scroll to the wallpaper youwant, and select Select .

4. Select how youwant to position the wallpaper on the home screen.

Showdate and time

You can select to see date and time on the home screen of your phone.

Select Menu >� > Time se�ings > Display of time and date > Show clock .

If you want your phone to update the time automatically, set Auto-update of date and time
on.

PROFILES

Your phone has di�erent profiles for di�erent situations. You can edit the profiles to your
liking.
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Personalize profiles

There are several profiles that you can use in di�erent situations. There is, for example, a
silent profile for when you cannot have sounds on, and an outdoor profile with loud tones.

You can personalize profiles further.

1. Select Menu >� > Profiles .

2. Select a profile and Personalise .

For each profile you can set a specific ringtone, ringtone volume, message sounds and so on.

ADDSHORTCUTS

You can add shortcuts to di�erent apps and se�ings on your home screen.

Edit Go to se�ings

On the bo�om left of your home screen is Go to , which contains shortcuts to various apps
and se�ings. Select the shortcuts that are the handiest for you.

1. Select Menu >� > Go to se�ings .

2. Select Select options .

3. Scroll to each shortcut youwant to have on the Go to list and select Mark .

4. Select Done > Yes to save the changes.

You can also reorganize your Go to list.

1. Select Organise .

2. Scroll to the item youwant tomove, select Move andwhere youwant tomove it.

3. Select Back > Yes to save the changes.

To use the camera, you need to insert amemory card in the phone.

1. Select Menu >�.

3. To stop the video, select�.

ALARMCLOCK

Set an alarm

1. Select Menu >�.

2. Select an alarm and use the scroll key to set the time.

3. Select OK .

If you want the alarm to repeat on certain days, select the alarm, then select Repeat alarm
> Repeat alarm , scroll to each day youwant the alarm to sound on, and select Mark . Then
select Done > Yes .

CALENDAR

Add a calendar event

1. Select Menu >�.

2. Scroll to a date, and select Opt. > Add reminder .

3. Enter the event name, and select OK .

4. Select whether to add an alarm to the event, and select OK .

CALCULATOR

Learn how to add, subtract, multiply and divide with your phone calculator.

How to calculate

1. Select Menu >�.

2. Enter the first factor of your calculation, use the scroll key to select the operation, and
enter the second factor.

3. Select Equals to get the result of the calculation.

Select Clear to empty the number fields.

RESTORE FACTORYSETTINGS

Reset your phone

You can restore the original factory se�ings, but be careful, since this reset removes all data
you have saved in the phonememory and all your personalization.

If you are disposing your phone, note that you are responsible of removing all private content.

To reset your phone to its original se�ings and to remove all your data, on the home screen,
type in *#7370#. If asked, enter your security code.

Beforemaking the call:

1. Press the end key repeatedly, until the home screen is shown.

2. Type in the o�icial emergency number for your present location. Emergency call numbers
vary by location.

3. Press the call key.

4. Give the necessary info as accurately as possible. Do not end the call until given
permission to do so.

Youmay also need to do the following:

• Put a SIM card in the phone.

• If your phone asks for a PIN code, type in the o�icial emergency number for your present
location, and press the call key.

• Switch the call restrictions o� in your phone, such as call barring, fixed dialling, or closed
user group.

TAKECAREOF YOURDEVICE

Handle your device, ba�ery, charger and accessories with care. The following suggestions
help you keep your device operational.
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• Keep the device dry. Precipitation,
humidity, and all types of liquids or
moisture can containminerals that
corrode electronic circuits.

• Do not use or store the device in dusty or
dirty areas.

• Do not store the device in high
temperatures. High temperaturesmay
damage the device or ba�ery.

• Do not store the device in cold
temperatures. When the device warms
to its normal temperature, moisture can
form inside the device and damage it.

• Do not open the device other than as
instructed in the user guide.

• Unauthorizedmodificationsmay damage
the device and violate regulations
governing radio devices.

• Do not drop, knock, or shake the device or
the ba�ery. Rough handling can break it.

• Only use a soft, clean, dry cloth to clean
the surface of the device.

• Do not paint the device. Paint can prevent
proper operation.

• Keep the device away frommagnets or
magnetic fields.

• To keep your important data safe, store it
in at least two separate places, such as
your device, memory card, or computer, or
write down important info.

During extended operation, the devicemay feel warm. In most cases, this is normal. To avoid
ge�ing too warm, the devicemay automatically slow down, close apps, switch o� charging,
and if necessary, switch itself o�. If the device is not working properly, take it to the nearest
authorized service facility.

BATTERYANDCHARGER INFORMATION

Ba�ery and charger info

To check if your phone has a removable or non-removable ba�ery, see the printed guide.

Deviceswith a removable ba�eryUse your device only with an original rechargeable ba�ery.
The ba�ery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will eventually wear out.
When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, replace the ba�ery.

Deviceswith a non-removable ba�eryDo not a�empt to remove the ba�ery, as youmay
damage the device. The ba�ery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will
eventually wear out. When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, to
replace the ba�ery, take the device to the nearest authorized service facility.

Charge your device with a compatible charger. Charger plug typemay vary. Charging time can
vary depending on device capability.

Ba�ery and charger safety info

Once charging of your device is complete, unplug the charger from the device and electrical
outlet. Please note that continuous charging should not exceed 12 hours. If left unused, a
fully charged ba�ery will lose its charge over time.

Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the ba�ery. Always keep the
ba�ery between 15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F) for optimal performance. A device with a
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hot or cold ba�erymay not work temporarily. Note that the ba�erymay drain quickly in cold
temperatures and lose enough power to switch o� the phonewithin minutes. When you are
outdoors in cold temperatures, keep your phonewarm.

Obey local regulations. Recycle when possible. Do not dispose as household waste.

Do not expose the ba�ery to extremely low air pressure or leave it to extremely high
temperature, for example dispose it in a fire, as that may cause the ba�ery to explode or leak
flammable liquid or gas.

If a ba�ery leaks, do not let liquid touch skin or eyes. If this happens, immediately flush the
a�ected areas with water, or seekmedical help.

2.0 or later andwith applicable country regulations and international and regional safety
standards. Other adaptorsmay notmeet applicable safety standards, and charging with such
adaptors could pose a risk of property loss or personal injury.

To unplug a charger or an accessory, hold and pull the plug, not the cord.

Additionally, the following applies if your device has a removable ba�ery:

• Always switch the device o� and unplug the charger before removing any covers or the
ba�ery.

• Accidental short-circuiting can happenwhen ametallic object touches themetal strips on
the ba�ery. This may damage the ba�ery or the other object.

SMALLCHILDREN

CERTIFICATION INFORMATION

Thismobile devicemeets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.

Your mobile device is a radio transmi�er and receiver. It is designed not to exceed the
limits for exposure to radio waves (radio frequency electromagnetic fields), recommended
by international guidelines from the independent scientific organization ICNIRP. These
guidelines incorporate substantial safetymargins that are intended to assure the protection
of all persons regardless of age and health. The exposure guidelines are based on the
Specific Absorption Rate (SAR), which is an expression of the amount of radio frequency (RF)
power deposited in the head or body when the device is transmi�ing. The ICNIRP SAR limit for
mobile devices is 2.0W/kg averaged over 10 grams of tissue.

SAR tests are carried out with the device in standard operating positions, transmi�ing at its
highest certified power level, in all its frequency bands.

This devicemeets RF exposure guidelines when used against the head or when positioned
at least 5/8 inch (1.5 centimetres) away from the body. When a carry case, belt clip or other
form of device holder is used for body-worn operation, it should not containmetal and should
provide at least the above stated separation distance from the body.

To send data or messages, a good connection to the network is needed. Sendingmay be
delayed until such a connection is available. Follow the separation distance instructions until
the sending is finished.

During general use, the SAR values are usually well below the values stated above. This is
because, for purposes of system e�iciency and tominimize interference on the network,
the operating power of your mobile device is automatically decreasedwhen full power is not
needed for the call. The lower the power output, the lower the SAR value.

Devicemodels may have di�erent versions andmore than one value. Component and design
changesmay occur over time and some changes could a�ect SAR values.
