� Parts of the assembly will be

easier with 2 people .

� Only clean using a damp cloth

and mild detergent, do no use

bleach or abrasive cleaners.

� Assemble all parts and bolts

loosely during assembly, only

once the product is complete

should you fully tighten the bolts
