Fitting: From time to time check the 
fitting to ensure the wall plugs or 
screws do not become loose.

wall plug heavy loads

Make sure that the screws and wall plugs being used are suitable for 

Hints:
1. General rule: always use a larger screw and wall plug if you are not sure.

2. Ensure you use the recommended drill bit to match the wall plug and hole 
size.

3. Ensure you drill the hole horizontally; do not force the drill or enlarge the 
hole.

wall plugs are inserted beyond the thickness of the ceramic tiles to avoid 
the tiles splitting or cracking.
