DO NOT
control operation of fan and light with any other remote control than what was approved by Martec Pty
Ltd and supplied within this package, as this will void warranty.

unauthorised controllers will void the warranty. DO NOT mix blades from one fan to another. All blades
must be replaced if damaged.

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HOW TO ASSEMBLE

Secure the hanger bracket to ceiling beam or a suitable piece of timber inserted between the ceiling beams.
Martec Pty Ltd recommends the bracket to be attached with two long screws as supplied within the package.
(See Fig.1.)

Place fan into hanger bracket and align Ball Joint Slot with hanger bracket as illustrated. (See Fig.2.)

After wiring is completed, attach the canopy to the hanger bracket by pushing upwards and twisting anti-
clockwise. Locate screws in keyholes and tighten., ensuring canopy is not touching the ball joint. (See Fig.3.)

HOW TO INSTALL BLADES

Attach the blade to the top of the motor with three blade screws and washers provided. Tighten them securely.
Repeat this procedure for all blades. (See Fig.4.)

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HOW TO REMOVE THE SHADE FOR INSTALLING LIGHT BULBS (Version with lights)

Turn anticlockwise to remove the shade. (See Fig.5.)

CCT (Colour changeable temperature)

Simply flick the switch on the LED plate (See Fig.6.) to select the desired colour temperature (3000K,
4000K or 5000K).

IMPORTANT: PAIRING BETWEEN REMOTE AND RECEIVER

Turn “ON" the power supply and within 30 seconds press and hold the transmitters “FAN ON/OFF”
button for 5 seconds and a “beep” will be heard this will then activate a successful pairing and all
functions will work normally.
IMPORTANT: pairing initial step must be performed within 30 seconds of power being turned on.

1(a). when pairing multiple fans please ensure the isolation switch or power supply to the
first installed fan is turned off prior to pairing futher fans e.g please pair one fan at a time

1 (b). please ensure isolation switch is kept to the ON position, the isolation switch is not
to be used as a light switch as this will damage and make the remote recevier inoperable

If the transmitter functions are not working please check the battery orientation and power level.
Low battery voltage will affect the functions of your transmitter and operation of your fan.
Other remote controls nearby using the same frequency may cause interference with the Fans receiver.

Please remove batteries from the transmitter if leaving unused for an extended period of time.

Remote supports 200w maximum on lighting side.

IMPORTANT REMINDERS

Please note: Receiver must be correctly installed in the mounting bracket on fan

When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check the battery has sufficient charge in the
transmitter.

When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check if there is any existence of similar remote
controlled products nearby, causing interference with each other.

Low power of battery will affect the sensitivity of the transmitter and the signal reception accordingly,
must replace if the battery is getting low power.

Please take the battery out from the transmitter when leaving unused for a long time, to avoid battery
leaks.

Supporting 200W lighting power at maximum.

Isolation Switch “Must be connected in the line.”

When power is cute to the unit (via a blackout or otherwise) when power is restored the light will come on.
The dimming switch on the light models is operated by turning the light ON/OFF button within 1 second.
The light will dim in stages from 24W to 9W to 3W approx.
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
