How to Use the Repair Kit:
Step 1: Thoroughly clean the surface of the area to be repaired.
Step 2: Mix equal parts of A and B (1:1 ratio) according to the instructions provided.
Step 3: Stir the mixture for 3-5 minutes until it is fully blended and even.
Step 4: Apply the mixed product to the damaged area, spreading it evenly and smoothing it out.
Step 5: Allow the repair adhesive to cure for at least 2-3 hours. Once cured, use sandpaper to 
smooth the surface.
Step 6: After sanding, ensure that the surface is smooth and level.

 

For substantial cracks or significant damage affecting usage, please contact our customer service 
team. We can offer a replacement based on the damage extent. Your satisfaction is our priority, and

6.2 Daily Maintenance

Please dry the cabinet immediately with clean, soft cloth when it encounters water.

When the product is stained with dirt, wipe the cabinets clean with a soft, damp cloth, apply 
some cleaners, and dry immediately with another clean, soft cloth.

The water supply pipes, the drainage pipes, and the connection parts are prone to water 
leakage under different circumstances. Please check these parts regularly to avoid accidents 
due to water leakage.

After the product is used for a period of time, dirt will remain on the drain plug, which will affect
