The telephoto lens (down the line) features 3 action
points.

1. Zoom (Outermost Cylinder): Adjust this cylinder
to zoom in or out.

2. Aperture (Middle Cylinder): Use this cylinder to
control the amount of light entering the lens.

3. Focus (Innermost Cylinder): Rotate this
cylinder to focus the lens.

First, adjust the middle cylinder to set the aperture,
allowing the right amount of light into the lens.

Next, use the outermost cylinder to zoom in or out,
ensuring your entire body and club are visible.

Finally, rotate the innermost cylinder to focus the
lens for a sharp and clear image.

To configure the brightness and access additional
settings, navigate to the ‘Swing’ tab in View and
select ‘Settings’.

You can adjust the camera’s exposure, gamma,
brightness, and contrast in this menu.
