+ Install ruler with six 1/8" hex screws: BAG FINAL MID. Start screws with fingers fo avoid cross-threading.
Tighten just until snug. Overtightening will strip the ingerts.

+ DETAIL A: Ammo can lids are left (marked L) and right (marked R) side specific.

+ DETAIL B; Holding lid in orientation shown, insert tab on tailgate end of amma can lid and push the cabside end of lid
down fo secure. Don't be afraid to push down hard.

+ Insert lock hole plugs, unless you are fitting the optional drawer locks, in which case install drawer locks now
(instructions with locks): BAG FINAL MID.
