KNUCKLE MOUNT

1. Secure the fixture to a 1/2” NPS hole in the junction box or 

landscape post as shown in Fig. 1. Seal arm thread using      

Teflon® tape or silicone sealant.

2. The X34 swivel arm allows 180° of vertical aiming adjustment 

depending on the mounting position as shown in Fig. 2.

To ensure weatherproof seal, apply weather proof silicone sealant 

around the edge of the junction box (by others). This is especially 

important with an uneven surface.

FIELD ADJUSTMENT (NON /RGB MODELS)
Follow instructions below to change the fixture Color Temperature 

(CCT) and/or Power (W) from the factory settings. 

 
Factory Settings:  X34XS   16W / 4000K 
                                X34S      35W / 4000K 
                                X34M     65W / 4000K 

1.  Locate the selector switches on bottom of fixture housing as 

shown in Fig. 3 and 4, remove plug.

2. Select Color Temperature (CCT) and/or Power (W) by sliding the 

respective switch to the desired value.

3. After the switch is positioned to the desired setting replace plug.

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WIRING
Driver permits operation at 120V (only) or 277V (only), 50 or 60 Hz 

as shown in Fig. 5. 

 

Connect the black fixture lead to the LINE supply lead.

1. Connect the white fixture lead to the COMMON supply lead.

2. Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground. 

TROUBLESHOOTING
1. Check that the line voltage at the fixture is correct.

TRUNNION MOUNTINGSLIPFITTER MOUNTING

CAUTION: UL certified liquid-tight cord grip suitable for use 

with three-conductor-type STW flexible cord shall be used for 

connection to a wet location outlet box provided by others.

To adjust the angle of the fixture using the Trunnion:

1. Loosen the Pivot Bolts & Angle Locking Screw (Fig. 3).

2. Adjust fixture to desired angle.

3. Tighten Pivot Bolts & Angle Locking Screw.

1. The slipfitter mounting fits a 2 3/8” O.D. Tenon. Place the slipfitter 

over the Tenon and secure the fixture with (2) Set Screws on the 

side of the Slipfitter as shown in Fig. 1.

2. Loosen the Locking Bolt and swivel fixture to desired angle           

(Fig. 2).

3. Tighten the Locking Bolt.

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0-10V DIMMABLE WIRING
Universal voltage driver permits operation at 120V through 277V,  

50 or 60 Hz. For 0-10 dimming follow the wiring directions as 

shown in Fig. 6.

1. Connect the black fixture lead to the LINE supply lead.

2. Connect the white fixture lead to the COMMON supply lead.

3. Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground. 

Do NOT connect the GROUND of the dimming fixture to                 

the output.

4. Connect the purple fixture lead to the DIM V+ lead.

5. Connect the pink fixture lead to the DIM V- lead.

6. Internal 12V (aux) wire is capped, DO NOT CONNECT.

Note: /RGB models will not have 0-10V (purple DIM V+ and pink DIM 

V-) leads.

Photocell Operation:

This product is equpped with a photocell (except /RGB 

models). Photocell factory setting is set to the “OFF” position. 

Should  you wish to enable the Photocell “ON” feature, slide 

the center switch to the “ON” position as shown in Fig. 5.                                                                                                                          

If the Photocell is set to the “ON” position and it is daylight, it may 

take up to 60-seconds for the light to turn off.

Color Temperature (CCT) Selection:

This product is equipped with 5000K, 4000K or 3000K Color 

Temperature (CCT) selection. For maximum light output use the 

4000K Color Temperature (CCT). 

Note: /RGB models can use the Lightcloud Blue mobile app to adjust 

colors between 2200K-6500K or 16+ million colors.

Power Selection:

X34L is equipped with 90W/80W/70W Power output selection

X34XL is equipped with 130W/110W/95W Power output 

selection.

X34XXL is equipped with 160W/140W/120W Power output 

selection.

Note: /RGB models output can be adjusted using the Lightcloud Blue 

mobile app.

Follow instructions below to change Photocell operation, Color 

Temperature (CCT) and/or Power from factory settings. 

Note: Does not apply to /RGB models.

Factory Settings: Maximum Power, 4000K CCT, Photocell/OFF.

1. Locate the selector switches on side of housing as shown in 

Fig. 4.

2. Select Color Temperature (CCT), Power and/or Photocell ON/

OFF function by sliding the respective switch to the desired 

value (Fig. 5).

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LIGHTCLOUD® BLUE

Lightcloud Blue is a Bluetooth mesh wireless lighting control 
system that allows you to control various compatible devices. 
With RAB’s patented Rapid Provisioning technology, devices 
can be quickly and easily commissioned for residential and large 
commercial applications using the Lightcloud Blue mobile app.

Each device in a system can communicate with any other device, 
eliminating the need for a Gateway or Hub and maximizing the 
control system’s reach.

Lightcloud Blue devices should be placed within the specified 

range to communicate within the Bluetooth Mesh network.

Indoor: Up to 60 feet between standard building materials. 

Building materials such as brick, concrete, and steel construction 

may require additional Lightcloud Blue devices to extend around 

an obstruction; Up to 200 feet clear line of sight.

Outdoor: Up to 60 feet clear line of sight; Up to 18 feet around 

corners.

ADJUSTING RGB COLORS

To access the RGB color wheel, select the chevron (>) to the right 
of the CCT slider bar and select RGB. Add up to 10 favorite colors 
per device or Area. Once a color has been defined, press the back 
button (<) in the top left.

RESET TO FACTORY SETTINGS 

If your Lightcloud Blue fixture is already paired, you can reset it to 

factory settings by using the below methods.

Method 1: Delete from App

Open the app and access the device settings for the paired device. 

Be sure that the fixture is online (green status bars are visible) and 

select “Delete”.

Method 2: Reset Button

Press and release the Reset Button.
