KEYS AND PARTS
Your phone

This user guide applies to the following model: TA-1174
1. Call key
2. Left selection key
3. Scroll key. Press to access your apps andselect items.
4. Earpiece/Loudspeaker
5. Headset connector

6. Flashlight
7. USB connector
8. Back cover opening slot
9. Right selection key

10. End/Power key

Avoid touching the antenna area while the antenna is in use. Contact with antennas affects thecommunication quality and may reduce battery life due to higher power level during operation.
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Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Donot connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external deviceor headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, payspecial attention to volume levels. Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may beattracted to the device. Do not place credit cards or other magnetic storage media near thedevice, because info stored on them may be erased.
Some of the accessories mentioned in this user guide, such as charger, headset, or data cable,may be sold separately.

SET UP AND SWITCH ON YOUR PHONE
Mini SIM

Important: This device is designed to be used with a mini SIM card only. Use of incompatibleSIM cards may damage the card or the device, and may corrupt data stored on the card.
Note: Switch the device off and disconnect the charger and any other device before removingany covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers. Always storeand use the device with any covers attached.
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Insert the SIM card

1. Put your fingernail in the small slot at the bottom of the phone, lift and remove the cover.
2. If the battery is in the phone, lift it out.
3. Slide the SIM card into the SIM slot with the contact area face down.

Insert the second SIM
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1. If you have a dual-SIM phone, slide the second SIM in the SIM2 slot. Both SIM cards areavailable at the same time when the device is not being used, but while one SIM card isactive, for example, making a call, the other may be unavailable.
2. Line up the battery contacts, and put the battery in.
3. Put back the back cover.

Tip: To find out if your phone can use 2 SIM cards, see the label on the sales box. If there are2 IMEI codes on the label, you have a dual-SIM phone.

Switch on your phone
Press and hold�.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE
Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to recharge it beforeyou can use your phone.

Charge the battery
1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.
2. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone, thenfrom the wall outlet.
If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the chargingindicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when a wall outlet is not available. The efficiency of USBcharging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and thedevice to start functioning.

KEYPAD
Use the phone keys
• To see the apps and features of your phone, on the home screen, select Menu .
• To go to an app or feature, press the scroll key up, down, left, or right. To open the app orfeature, press the scroll key.

Save a contact from call log
1. Select Menu >� > Missed calls , Received calls , or Dialled numbers depending on fromwhere you want to save the contact.
2. Highlight the number you want to save, select Opt. > Save , and select where you want tosave the contact.
3. Add the contact’s name, check that the phone number is correct, and select OK .
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Call a contact
You can call a contact directly from the contacts list.
1. Select Menu >� > Names and scroll to a contact you want to call.

SEND MESSAGES
Write and send messages
1. Select Menu >� > Create message .
2. Write a message on the message field.
3. Select Opt. > Send , to add a recipient. You can enter a phone number or add a recipientby selecting Search to open Contacts .
4. Select OK .

Writing options
You can find different options for writing a message under Opt. when you are in the messagefield. You can, for example, insert symbols and save messages.
To switch on predictive text, select Opt. > Dictionary .

You can choose a new ringtone or message tone.

Change your ringtone

Change your message tones
1. Select Menu >� > Tone settings .

CHANGE THE LOOK OF YOUR HOME SCREEN
Change the look of your home screen with display settings.

Choose a new wallpaper
1. Select Menu >� > Display settings > Wallpaper .
2. Select the wallpaper, and then the option to position the wallpaper on the screen.
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Show date and time
You can choose if you want to see date and time on the home screen of your phone.
1. Select Menu >� > Time settings > Display of time and date .
2. Select Show clock to have them visible on the home screen.
If you want your phone to have time updated automatically, set Auto-update of date and timeto On .

PROFILES
Your phone has different profiles for different situations. You can edit the profiles to yourliking.

Personalize profiles
There are several profiles that you can use in different situations. There is, for example, asilent profile for when you cannot have sounds on, and an outdoor profile with loud tones.
You can personalize profiles further.
1. Select Menu >� > Profiles .
2. Select a profile and Personalise .
For each profile you can set a specific ringtone, ringtone volume, message sounds and so on.

Tip: You can add different profiles to Go to menu for quick access.

You can add quick links to different applications and settings to Go to .
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Edit Go to settings
On the bottom left of the home screen, you have Go to , and when you select it, you canquickly access different applications and settings. You can change the applications andsettings to your liking.

3. Scroll to a shortcut you want to add on the Go to list on the home screen and Mark them.
4. Select Done to exit the list, and Yes to save changes.
You can also reorganize your Go to list.

4. To set the date, scroll down, and select Date setting . Use the scroll key to set the date, andselect OK .

ALARM CLOCK
Set an alarm

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How to calculate

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7 Empty your phone
REMOVE PRIVATE CONTENT FROM YOUR PHONE
If you buy a new phone, or otherwise want to dispose of or recycle your phone, here’s how youcan remove your personal info and content. Note that it is your responsibility to remove allprivate content.

Remove content from your phone
When removing private content from your phone, pay attention to whether you are removingcontent from the phone memory or the SIM card.
1. To remove messages, select Menu >� > Delete messages . Select from the availableoptions the messages you want to delete.
2. To remove contacts, select Menu >� > Delete , and select if you want to delete contactsOne by one or Delete all .
3. To remove your call info, select Menu >� > Delete recent call lists , and select All .
4. Check that all your personal content has been removed.

RESTORE FACTORY SETTINGS
You can restore factory settings in this setting. Be careful, however, since you lose allpersonalization and all data you have added on the phone.

Reset your phone
Accidents may happen and your phone may stop responding. You can restore the originalfactory settings, but be careful, since this reset removes all data you have saved in the phonememory and all your personalization.
If you are disposing your phone, note that you are responsible of removing all private content.
You need to have the security code to restore the original settings. To reset your phone to itsoriginal settings and to remove all your data, on the home screen, type in *#7370#.
1. Select Menu >� > Restore factory set. .
2. Enter the security code. There is no more confirmation after you select OK , but the phoneis reset and all data is removed.

EMERGENCY CALLS
Important: Connections in all conditions cannot be guaranteed. Never rely solely on anywireless phone for essential communications like medical emergencies.

Before making the call:
• Switch the phone on.
• If the phone screen and keys are locked, unlock them.
• Move to a place with adequate signal strength.
1. Press the end key repeatedly, until the home screen is shown.
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2. Type in the official emergency number for your present location. Emergency call numbersvary by location.
3. Press the call key.
4. Give the necessary info as accurately as possible. Do not end the call until given permissionto do so.
You may also need to do the following:
• Put a SIM card in the phone.
• If your phone asks for a PIN code, type in the official emergency number for your presentlocation, and press the call key.
• Switch the call restrictions off in your phone, such as call barring, fixed dialling, or closeduser group.

TAKE CARE OF YOUR DEVICE
Handle your device, battery, charger and accessories with care. The following suggestions helpyou keep your device operational.
• Keep the device dry. Precipitation,humidity, and all types of liquids ormoisture can contain minerals thatcorrode electronic circuits.
• Do not use or store the device in dusty ordirty areas.
• Do not store the device in hightemperatures. High temperatures maydamage the device or battery.

BATTERY AND CHARGER INFORMATION
Battery and charger safety info
To unplug a charger or an accessory, hold and pull the plug, not the cord.
When your charger is not in use, unplug it. If left unused, a fully charged battery will lose itscharge over time.
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Always keep the battery between 59°F and 77°F (15°C and 25°C) for optimal performance.Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. A device with a hot orcold battery may not work temporarily. Accidental short-circuiting can happen when a metallicobject touches the metal strips on the battery. This may damage the battery or the otherobject.
