Parts and connectors, magnetism
Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Donot connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external deviceor headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, payspecial attention to the volume levels.
Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may be attracted to the device. Do notplace credit cards or other magnetic stripe cards near the device for extended periods of time,since the cards may be damaged.

INSERT THE SIM AND MEMORY CARDS
Insert the cards

1. With the phone facing down, put your fingernail in the slot on the side of the phone, bendthe back cover open and remove it.
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2. Slide the nano-SIM in slot 1 with the contact area face down. If you have a second SIM, slideit in slot 2.
3. If you have a microSD memory card, slide the card in the memory card slot.
To remove the SIM1 card, slide the lever in the SIM1 slot to the left and remove the card. Toremove the SIM2 and memory cards, just slide them out.
Use only original nano-SIM cards. Use of incompatible SIM cards may damage the card or thedevice, and may corrupt data stored on the card.
Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cards maydamage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Important: Do not remove the memory card when an app is using it. Doing so may damagethe memory card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.
Tip: Use a fast microSD memory card (up to 400 GB) from a well-known manufacturer.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE
Charge the battery

1. Plug a compatible charger into a power socket.
2. Connect the cable to your phone.
Your phone supports the USB micro-B cable. You can also charge your phone from a computerusing a USB cable, but it may take longer.
If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the chargingindicator is displayed.

SWITCH ON AND SET UP YOUR PHONE
When you switch your phone on for the first time, your phone guides you to set up yournetwork connections and phone settings.
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Switch on your phone
1. To switch on your phone, press and hold the power key.
2. When the phone is switched on, choose your language and region.
3. Follow the instructions shown on your phone.

Transfer data from your previous phone
You can transfer data from an old phone to your new phone using your Google account.
To back up data on your old phone to your Google account, refer to your old phone’s userguide.
1. Tap Settings > Accounts > Add account > Google .
2. Select which data you want to restore on your new phone. The sync starts automaticallyonce your phone is connected to the internet.

Restore app settings from your previous Android™ phone
If your previous phone was an Android, and back up to Google account is enabled on it, you canrestore your app settings and Wi-Fi passwords.
1. Tap Settings > System > Backup .
2. Switch Back up to Google Drive on.

DUAL SIM SETTINGS
If you have a dual SIM variant, you can have 2 SIMs in your phone. For example, one for yourwork and one for your personal use.

Choose which SIM to use
When, for example, making a call, you can choose which SIM to use by tapping thecorresponding SIM 1 or SIM 2 button after you dial the number.
Your phone shows the network status for both SIMs separately. Both SIM cards are availableat the same time when the device is not being used, but while one SIM card is active, when, forexample, making a call, the other may be unavailable.
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Manage your SIMs
Don’t want work to interfere with your free time? Or do you have a cheaper data connection onone SIM? You can decide which SIM you want to use.
Tap Settings > Network & Internet > SIM Cards .

Rename a SIM card
Tap the SIM you want to rename, then type in the name you want.

Select which SIM to use for calls or data connection
Under Preferred SIM for , tap the setting you want to change and select the SIM.

LOCK OR UNLOCK YOUR PHONE
Lock your phone
If you want to avoid accidentally making a call when your phone is in your pocket or bag, youcan lock your keys and screen.
To lock your keys and screen, press the power key.

Unlock the keys and screen
Press the power key and swipe up across the screen. If asked, provide additional credentials.

USE THE TOUCH SCREEN
Important: Avoid scratching the touch screen. Never use an actual pen, pencil, or other sharpobject on the touch screen.
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Tap and hold to drag an item

Place your finger on the item for a couple of seconds and slide your finger across the screen.

Swipe

Place your finger on the screen and slide your finger in the direction you want.
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Scroll through a long list or menu

Slide your finger quickly in a flicking motion up or down the screen and lift your finger. To stopthe scrolling, tap the screen.

Zoom in or out

Place 2 fingers on an item, such as a map, photo, or web page, and slide your fingers apart ortogether.
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Lock the screen orientation
The screen rotates automatically when you turn the phone 90°.
To lock the screen in portrait mode, swipe down from the top of the screen, and tapAuto-rotate .

Use the navigation keys
• To see all your apps, swipe up the homekey� and then swipe it up again.
• To go to the home screen, tap the homekey. The app you were in stays open in thebackground.
• To see which apps you have open, swipeup the home key.
• To switch to another open app, swiperight.

• To close an app, swipe it up.
• To close all the open apps, swipe rightthrough all the apps, and tap CLEAR ALL .
• To go back to the previous screen youwere in, tap the back key�. Your phoneremembers all the apps and websitesyou‘ve visited since the last time yourscreen was locked.
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3 Basics
PERSONALISE YOUR PHONE
Learn how to personalise the home screen and how to change ringtones.

Change your wallpaper
Tap Settings > Display > Wallpaper .

Change your phone ringtone
1. Tap Settings > Sound .
2. Tap Phone ringtone SIM1 or > Phone ringtone SIM2 to select the ringtone for respectiveSIMs.

Change your message notification sound
Tap Settings > Sound > Advanced > Default notification sound .

NOTIFICATIONS
Stay in touch with what‘s happening on your phone with notifications.

Use the notification panel
When you receive new notifications, such as messages or missed calls, indicator icons appearon the status bar at the top of the screen. To see more information about the notifications,drag the status bar down. To close the view, swipe up on the screen.
To open the notification panel, drag the status bar down. To close the notification panel, swipeup on the screen.
To change the notification settings of an app, tap Settings > Apps & notifications and tap theapp name to open the app’s settings. Tap Notifications . You can turn notifications on or offfor each app individually.

Tip: To see notification dots, tap Settings > Apps & notifications > Notifications andswitch Allow notification dots on. A small dot will appear on the app icon if you’ve got anotification, but haven’t attended to it yet. Tap and hold the icon to see available options.You can tap the notification to open it or swipe to dismiss it.
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Use the quick setting icons

To activate certain features, tap the quick settings icons on the notification panel. To see moreicons, drag the menu down.
To rearrange the icons, tap�, tap and hold an icon, and then drag it to another location.

CONTROL VOLUME
Change the volume
If you have trouble hearing your phone ringing in noisy environments or calls are too loud, youcan change the volume to your liking by using the volume keys on the side of your phone.
Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Donot connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external deviceor headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, payspecial attention to the volume levels.

Change the volume for media and apps
Press a volume key on the side of your phone to see the volume status bar, tap�, and dragthe slider on the volume bar for media and apps left or right.

Set the phone to silent
To set the phone to silent, press the volume down key, tap� to set your phone to vibrate onlyand tap� to set it to silent.
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Tip: Don’t want to keep your phone in silent mode, but can’t answer right now? To silence anincoming call, press the Volume down key. You can also set your phone to mute the ringingwhen you pick the phone up: tap Settings > System > Gestures > Mute on pickup , andswitch to on.If you want to be able to reject an incoming call by turning over the phone, tap Settings >System > Gestures > Turn over to reject call , and switch to on.

AUTOMATIC TEXT CORRECTION
Learn how to write text quickly and efficiently using the keyboard text correction.

Use keyboard word suggestions
Your phone suggests words as you write, to help you write quickly and more accurately. Wordsuggestions may not be available in all languages.
When you start writing a word, your phone suggests possible words. When the word you wantis shown in the suggestion bar, select the word. To see more suggestions, tap and hold thesuggestion.

Tip: If the suggested word is marked in bold, your phone will automatically use it to replacethe word you wrote. If the word is wrong, tap and hold it to see a few other suggestions.If you do not want the keyboard to suggest words while typing, turn off the text corrections.Tap Settings > System > Languages & input > Virtual keyboard . Select the keyboard younormally use. Tap Text correction and switch off the text correction methods you do notwant to use.

Correct a word
If you notice that you have misspelled a word, tap it to see suggestions for correcting the word.

Switch spell checker off
Tap Settings > System > Languages & input > Advanced > Spell checker , and switchUse spell checker off.

GOOGLE ASSISTANT
The Google Assistant is available in selected markets and languages only. Where not available,the Google Assistant is replaced by Google Search. The Google Assistant can help yousearch information online, translate words and sentences, and make notes and calendarappointments, for example. You can use the Google Assistant even when your phone is locked.However, the Google Assistant asks you to unlock your phone before accessing your privatedata.
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Use the Google Assistant key
To access the Google Assistant services, use the Google Assistant key on the side of yourphone:
• Press the key once to start the Google Assistant. When you press the key for the first time,you will be asked to sign in with your Google account or create a new account.
• Press the key twice to see a visual overview of your day, and get suggestions andpersonalised information
• Press and hold the key to speak with the Google Assistant. Ask your question and releasethe key. You see the Google Assistant’s answer on your phone’s display.
If your country or region does not support the Google Assistant, you can still use the GoogleAssistant key:
• Press the key once to open Google Search
• Press the key twice to open Google visual snapshot and see your agenda for today
• Press and hold the key to use Google voice search. Ask your question and release the key.You will see Google’s answer on your phone’s display.

BATTERY LIFE
Get the most out of your phone while getting the battery life you need. There are steps youcan take to save power on your phone.

Extend battery life
To save power:
1. Always charge the battery fully.
2. Mute unnecessary sounds, suchas touch sounds. Tap Settings >Sound > Advanced , and underOther sounds and vibrations , select whichsounds to keep.
3. Use wired headphones, rather than theloudspeaker.
4. Set the phone screen to switch off aftera short time. Tap Settings > Display >

Advanced > Sleep and select the time.
5. Tap Settings > Display >Brightness level . To adjust thebrightness, drag the brightnesslevel slider. Make sure thatAdaptive brightness is disabled.
6. Stop apps from running in the background:swipe up the home key� and swipe up theapp you want to close.
7. Switch on the power saver: tap Settings
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> Battery > Battery saver and switch toOn .

8. Use location services selectively:switch location services off when youdon’t need them. Tap Settings >Security & Location > Location , anddisable Use location .
9. Use network connections selectively:switch Bluetooth on only when needed.Use a Wi-Fi connection to connect tothe internet, rather than a mobile data

connection. Stop your phone scanning foravailable wireless networks. Tap Settings> Network & Internet > Wi-Fi , and disableUse Wi-Fi . If you’re listening to musicor otherwise using your phone, but don’twant to make or receive calls, switchthe airplane mode on. Tap Settings> Network & Internet > Advanced> Flight mode . Flight mode closesconnections to the mobile network andswitches your device’s wireless featuresoff.
To save power:
1. Always charge the battery fully.
2. Mute unnecessary sounds, suchas touch sounds. Tap Settings >Sound > Advanced , and underOther sounds and vibrations , select whichsounds to keep.
3. Use wired headphones, rather than theloudspeaker.
4. Set the phone screen to switch off aftera short time. Tap Settings > Display >Advanced > Sleep and select the time.
5. Tap Settings > Display > Advanced> Brightness level . To adjust thebrightness, drag the Brightnesslevel slider. Make sure thatAdaptive brightness is disabled.

7. Enable the Background activity manager.The notifications of some apps or emailsmay not be able to be retrieved instantly.You can manage the battery life by adding

apps to or removing them from thewhitelist. Tap Settings > Battery >Background activity manager .
8. Switch on the power saver: Tap Settings> Battery > Battery saver and switch toOn .
9. Use location services selectively:Switch location services off when youdon’t need them. Tap Settings >Security & Location > Location andswitch to Off .

10. Use network connections selectively:Switch Bluetooth on only when needed.Use a Wi-Fi connection to connect tothe internet, rather than a mobile dataconnection. Stop your phone fromscanning for available wireless networks.Tap Settings > Network & Internet> Wi-Fi and switch to Off . If you’relistening to music or otherwise using yourphone, but don’t want to make or receivecalls, switch Flight mode on. Tap Settings> Network & Internet > Flight mode .

Flight mode closes connections to the mobile network and turns your device’s wirelessfeatures off.

ACCESSIBILITY
You can change various settings to make using your phone easier.
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Increase or decrease the font size
Do you want to have larger fonts on your phone?
1. Tap Settings > Accessibility .
2. Tap Font size . To increase or decrease the font size, drag the Font size slider.

Increase or decrease the display size
Do you want to make the items on your screen smaller or larger?
1. Tap Settings > Accessibility .
2. Tap Display size and adjust the display size by dragging the display size level slider.

CALLS
Make a call
1. Tap�.
2. Tap� and type in a number, or tap� and select a contact you want to call.
3. Tap�. If you have a second SIM card inserted, tap the corresponding icon to make a callfrom that SIM.

Answer a call
When the phone rings, swipe up to answer.

Tip: Don‘t want to keep your phone in silent mode, but can‘t answer right now? To silence anincoming call, press the Volume down key.

Reject a call
To reject a call, swipe down.

CONTACTS
Save and organise your friends‘ and family members‘ phone numbers.

Save a contact from your call history
1. In Phone , tap� to see call history.
2. Tap the number you want to save.
3. Select if you want to Create new contact or Add to a contact .
4. Enter the contact information and tap�.

Add a contact
1. Tap Contacts > Create new contact .
2. Fill in the information.
3. Tap�.
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SEND MESSAGES
Keep in touch with your friends and family members through text messages.

Send a message
1. Tap Messages .
2. Tap Start chat .
3. To add a recipient, type their number inthe recipient’s box. To add a contact, starttyping their name and tap the contact.

4. To add more recipients, tapStart group conversation . After choosingall of the recipients, tap�.
5. Write your message in the text box.
6. Tap�.

Tip: If you want to send a photo in a message, tap Photos , tap the photo you want to share,and tap�. Select Messages .

EMAIL
You can send mail with your phone when you’re on the go.

Add an email account
When you use the Gmail app for the first time, you are asked to set up your email account.
1. Tap Gmail .
2. You can select the address connected with your Google account or tapAdd an email address .
3. After adding all the accounts, tap TAKE ME TO GMAIL .

Send email
1. Tap Gmail .
2. Tap�.
3. In the To box, type in an address, or tap

� > Add from Contacts .
4. Enter the message subject and the email.
5. Tap�.

GET SOCIAL
Want to connect and share stuff with the people in your life? With social apps, you can stay upto date with what‘s happening with your friends.
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Social apps
To keep in touch with your friends and family, sign in to your instant messaging, sharing, andsocial networking services. Select the service you want to use from your Home screen. Socialapps are available in the Google Play Store . The available services may vary.

Why carry a separate camera when your phone has all you need for capturing memories? Withyour phone’s camera, you can easily take photos or record videos.

Take a photo
Shoot sharp, vibrant photos – capture the best moments in your photo album.
1. Tap Camera .
2. Take aim and focus.

Take a selfie
Need that perfect selfie? Use the phone’s front camera to take one.
1. Tap Camera >� to switch to the front camera.
2. Tap�.

Take panoramas
1. Tap Camera .
2. Tap� > Panorama .
3. Tap� and follow the instructions on your phone.

Take photos with a timer
Want to have time to get in the shot too? Try out the timer.
1. Tap Camera >�.
2. Select the time and tap�.
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Use Google Lens
With Google Lens, you can use the viewfinder of your camera to identify things, copy text, scancodes, and search for similar products, for example.
1. Tap Camera .
2. Tap� >�.
3. Point the camera at the thing you want to identify, and follow the instructions on thedisplay.

Tip: You can use Google Lens with the photos you’ve already taken. Tap Photos , tap thephoto, and tap�.

You can use your computer’s file manager to copy or move your photos and videos to thecomputer.
Connect your phone to the computer with a compatible USB cable. To set the USB connectiontype, open the notification panel and tap the USB notification.
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Share your photos and videos
You can share your photos and videos quickly and easily for your friends and family to see.
1. In Photos , tap the photo you want to share and tap�.
2. Select how you want to share the photo or video.
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6 Internet and connections
ACTIVATE WI-FI
Using a Wi-Fi connection is generally faster and less expensive than using a mobile dataconnection. If both Wi-Fi and mobile data connections are available, your phone uses the Wi-Fi connection.

Turn on Wi-Fi
1. Tap Settings > Network & Internet > Wi-Fi .
2. Switch Wi-Fi to On .
3. Select the connection you want to use.
Your Wi-Fi connection is active when� is shown on the status bar at the top of the screen.
Important: Use encryption to increase the security of your Wi-Fi connection. Using encryptionreduces the risk of others accessing your data.

Tip: If you want to track locations when satellite signals are not available, for example whenyou‘re indoors or between tall buildings, switch Wi-Fi on to improve positioning accuracy.
1 Note: Using Wi-Fi may be restricted in some countries. For example, in the EU, you are only allowed touse 5150‑5350 MHz Wi-Fi indoors, and in the USA and Canada, you are only allowed to use 5.15‑5.25GHz Wi-Fi indoors. For more information, contact your local authorities.
Important: Use encryption to increase the security of your Wi-Fi connection. Using encryption reducesthe risk of others accessing your data.

USE A MOBILE DATA CONNECTION
Turn on the mobile data connection
Swipe down from the top of the screen, tap Mobile data and switch Mobile data on.

Close the mobile data connection
Swipe down from the top of the screen, tap� Mobile data and switch Mobile data off.

Use a mobile data connection when roaming
Tap Settings > Network & Internet > Mobile network , and switch Data roaming to On .1

Tip: To monitor your data usage, tap Settings > Network & Internet > Data usage .
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Switch on Flight mode
1. Tap Settings > Network & Internet > Advanced .
2. Switch on Flight mode .
Flight mode closes connections to the mobile network and switches your device’s wirelessfeatures off. Comply with the instructions and safety requirements given by, for example,an airline, and any applicable laws and regulations. Where allowed, you can connect to a Wi-Fi network to, for example, browse the internet or switch Bluetooth sharing on in aeroplanemode.
1 Connecting to the internet when roaming, especially when abroad, can raise data costs substantially.

BROWSE THE INTERNET
Use your phone to connect your computer to the internet
It’s simple to use the internet on your laptop on the go. Turn your phone into a Wi-Fi hotspotand use your mobile data connection to access the internet with your laptop or other device.
1. Tap Settings > Network & Internet > Hotspot & tethering .
2. Switch on the Wi-Fi hotspot to share your mobile data connection over Wi-Fi,USB tethering to use a USB connection, or Bluetooth tethering to use Bluetooth.
The other device uses data from your data plan, which may result in data traffic costs. Forinformation on availability and costs, contact your network service provider.

Start browsing
No need for a computer – you can easily browse the internet on your phone. Catch up on thenews and visit your favourite websites. You can use the browser on your phone to view webpages on the internet.
1. Tap Chrome .
2. Enter a web address and tap�.

Tip: If your network service provider doesn’t charge you a fixed fee for data transfer, to saveon data costs, use a Wi-Fi network to connect to the internet.
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Search the web
Explore the web and the outside world with Google Search. You can use the keyboard to enteryour search words.
In Chrome,
1. Tap the search bar.
2. Enter your search word in the search box.
3. Tap�.
You can also select a search word from the proposed matches.

BLUETOOTH®
You can connect wirelessly to other compatible devices, such as phones, computers, headsets,and car kits. You can also send your photos to compatible phones or to your computer.

Connect to a Bluetooth device
You can connect your phone with many useful Bluetooth devices. For example, with a wirelessheadset (sold separately), you can speak on the phone hands-free – you can continue whatyou‘re doing, such as working at your computer, during a call. Connecting a phone to aBluetooth device is called pairing.
1. Tap Settings > Connected devices >Connection preferences > Bluetooth .
2. Switch Bluetooth to On .
3. Make sure the other device is switched on.You may need to start the pairing processfrom the other device. For details, see theuser guide for the other device.

4. To pair your phone and the device, tap thedevice in the list of discovered Bluetoothdevices.
5. You may need to enter a passcode. Fordetails, see the user guide for the otherdevice.

Since devices with Bluetooth wireless technology communicate using radio waves, they do notneed to be in direct line-of-sight. Bluetooth devices must, however, be within 10 metres (33feet) of each other, although the connection may be subject to interference from obstructionssuch as walls or from other electronic devices.
Paired devices can connect to your phone when Bluetooth is switched on. Other devices candetect your phone only if the Bluetooth settings view is open.
Do not pair with or accept connection requests from unknown devices. This helps to protectyour phone from harmful content.
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Share your content using Bluetooth
If you want to share your photos or other content with a friend, send them to your friend’sphone using Bluetooth.
You can use more than one Bluetooth connection at a time. For example, while using aBluetooth headset, you can still send things to another phone.
1. Tap Settings > Connected devices >Connection preferences > Bluetooth .
2. Make sure Bluetooth is switched on forboth phones and the phones are visible toeach other.
3. Go to the content you want to send and

tap� > Bluetooth .
4. On the list of found Bluetooth devices, tapyour friend’s phone.
5. If the other phone needs a passcode,enter or accept the passcode and tap Pair.PAIR .

The passcode is only used when you connect to something for the first time.

Remove a pairing
If you no longer have the device that you paired your phone with, you can remove the pairing.
1. Tap Settings > Connected devices > PREVIOUSLY CONNECTED DEVICES .
2. Tap� next to a device name.
3. Tap FORGET .

VPN
You may need a Virtual Private Network (VPN) connection to access your company resources,such as intranet or corporate mail, or you may use a VPN service for personal purposes.
Contact your company IT administrator for details of your VPN configuration or check your VPNservice’s website for additional information.

Use a secure VPN connection
1. Tap Settings > Network & Internet > Advanced > VPN .
2. To add a VPN profile, tap�.
3. Enter the profile information as instructed by your company IT administrator or VPN service.
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Edit a VPN profile
1. Tap� next to a profile name.
2. Change the information as required.

Delete a VPN profile
1. Tap� next to a profile name.
2. Tap FORGET VPN .
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7 Music
MUSIC
Listen to your favourite music wherever you are.

Play music
Use the Music app on your phone.
1. Tap Music .
2. Tap the artist, album, song, or playlist you want to play.
3. To pause or resume playback, tap� to pause and� to resume.

Add songs to your phone
If you have music or videos stored on your computer, but want to access them on your phone,use a USB cable to sync the media between your phone and computer.
1. Connect your phone to a compatible computer with a USB cable.
2. In your computer’s file manager, drag and drop your songs and videos to your phone.

FM RADIO
To listen to the radio, you need to connect a compatible headset to the phone. The headsetacts as an antenna. The headset may be sold separately.

Listen to FM radio
After you have connected the headset, tap FM Radio .
• To switch the radio on, tap�.
• To search radio stations, tap� > Scan .
• To switch to another station, slide thechannel frequency row left or right.

• To save a station, tap�.
• To listen to a radio station using thephone’s speakers, tap�. Keep theheadset connected.
• To switch the radio off, tap�.

Troubleshooting tip: If the radio doesn’t work, make sure the headset is connected properly.
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8 Organise your day
DATE AND TIME
Keep track of time – learn how to use your phone as a clock, as well as an alarm clock, and howto keep your appointments, tasks, and schedules up to date.

Set date and time
Tap Settings > System > Date & time .

Update the time and date automatically

Devices with a non-removable battery Do not attempt to remove the battery, as you maydamage the device. The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it willeventually wear out. When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, takethe device to the nearest authorised service facility to have the battery replaced.
Charge your device with a compatible charger. Charger plug type may vary. Charging time canvary depending on device capability.

Battery and charger safety information
