To ensure proper use of this product, please carefully read the following instructions.

Setting up your Rockville speaker stand:

1. Unpack the stand and all accessories.

2. Loosen adjustment knob A and spread the legs to the desired width (we recommend
spreading the legs to the point that the support bars are parallel with floor, fig. a).

3. Re-tighten adjustment knob A so that the legs are securely positioned.

To mount a speaker:

1. Loosen the locking knob (see Locking Knob “B”, facing diagram) and press the release
button (fig. b). You will notice the automatic locking pin (fig. c) extend outward which
will release the upper shaft and allow you to lower it.

2. Carefully place speaker onto the mounting pole.

. Push the release button (fig. b) to release the mounting pole and raise it to the desired height.

4. Once you've found the desired height using one of the seven stop-points, depress the
release button. You will notice that the automatic lock pin sitting flush with the surface
around it indicating the shaft is locked in place.

5. Hand tighten Locking Knob “B” to secure the upper shaft.

To remove a speaker:

1. Loosen Locking Knob “B”.

2. Press the release button (fig. b) and observe that the locking pin has extended outward.

3. The speaker will automatically and gently drop to the lowest position. Smaller and
lighter speakers may require that you apply pressure to assist the lowering mechanism.

4. Depress the release button and re-tighten Locking Knob “B”.

5. Carefully remove the speaker from the mounting pole.
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
