1.1  PURPOSE

The polesaw is intended for cutting the branches of standing
trees but not intends for cutting woods as normal chainsaw.

This pole hedge trimmer is intended for cutting and trimming
hedges and bushes in domestic use.

2 GENERAL POWER TOOL
SAFETY WARNINGS

11.1.1 ADD THE BAR AND CHAIN OIL

Examine the amount of oil in the machine. If the oil level is
low, add the bar and chain oil as follows.

Use bar and chain oil that is only for chains and chain
oilers.

The machine comes from the factory without bar and chain
oil.

Loosen and remove the cap from the oil tank.
Put the oil into the oil tank.

Monitor the oil indicator to make sure that no dirt gets
into the oil tank while you add the oil.

11.1.2 ASSEMBLE THE GUIDE BAR AND THE
CHAIN

3. Put the chain drive links (21) into the bar groove (20).

4. Put the chain cutters (22) in the direction of the chain
operation.

5. Put the chain in position and make sure that the loop is
behind the guide bar.

6. Hold the chain and bar.
7. Put the chain loop around the sprocket (18).

8. Make sure the chain tension pin hole (19) on the guide
bar fits correctly with the bolt.

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9. Install the chain cover.

10. Tighten the chain. Refer to Adjust the chain tension.



11. Tighten the chain cover knob when the chain is correctly
tensioned.

If you start the chain saw with a new chain, have a test for
2-3 minutes. A new chain gets longer after the first use,
examine the tension and tighten the chain if necessary.

11.1.3 FIT THE POLE SAW

1. Mount the pole saw head (16) on pole saw handle (4) to
achieve the standard length.

2. Slide the collar (5) upwards.

3. Turn the collar clockwise to tight it.

11.1.4 EXTENSION OF THE POLE SAW

1. Fit the extension pole between the pole saw handle and
the pole saw head to achieve the maximum length.

2. Slide the collars upwards.

3. Turn the collars clockwise to tight them.

Periodically check the tightness of the connection of the
collars.

11.1.5 FIT THE HEDGE TRIMMER HEAD

12.7 OPERATION TIPS (POLE HEDGE
TRIMMER)

+  Start by trimming the top of the hedge. Slightly tilt the
tool (up to 15° relative to the line of cut) so that the blade
tips point slightly towards the hedge. This will cause the
blades to cut more effectively. Hold the tool at the desired
angle and move it steadily along the line of cut. The
doublesided blade allows you to cut in either direction.

* In order to obtain a very straight cut, stretch a piece of
string along the length of the hedge at the desired height.
Use the string as a guideline, cutting just above it.

* In order to obtain flat sides, cut upwards with the growth.
Younger stems move outwards when the blade cuts
downwards, causing shallow patches in the hedge.

» Take care to avoid any foreign objects. Especially avoid
hard objects such as metal wire and railings, as these
could damage the blades.

* Regularly oil the blades.

A WARNING

Keep hands away from blade while operating. Contact with
blade will result in serious personal injury.

13.5 LUBRICATE THE BLADE (POLE
HEDGE TRIMMER)

To increase the efficiency and life of the blades, lubricate
them carefully after each work session:

«  Put the machine on a flat and smooth surface.
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Use a soft cloth to clean the blades and a brush to remove
more dirt.

Use a light layer of oil to lubricate the blades along the
top edge of the blade.

We recommend to use the non-pollutant type oil.

STORE THE MACHINE

Clean the machine before storage.
