Care and Cleaning

o Remove any spills from the surface. Do not allow the water to lie on the surface for a long time.
o Always use protective mats or pads under hot dishes, or leave them to cool on the stove.
o Use a soft cloth and warm water when cleaning. Never use concentrated cleaning detergents, especially those containing bleach.
