Prune the leaves or the branches: 
1. Prune the plants rather than raise the grow light panel to achieve a more compact and healthy garden. 

2. Plants compete for light. Trim the taller plants, or they will block the light for everything else.

3. Trim the spreading leaves or branches when plants crowd out each other.

4. Remove dead or diseased branches and maintain plant health.

Note: Prune often to maintain a healthy garden, but never trim more than 1/3 of each plant at a time.

5. The success rate of transplanting plants is the highest during the seedling stage. When to transplant a larger 

plant(more branches and leaves), please partially prune the branches and leaves before transplanting, thus 

reducing transpiration and water/nutrient loss to increase the survival rate of plants.

Prune the roots: 
1. Prune your roots(lightly) when they get tangled around the pump or in the tank. 

2. Trim the rotten roots.

Advantages of Pruning: 
1. Maintain a healthy garden and yield a bigger harvest. 

2. Stimulate new branches growing; 

3. Facilitate air circulation and light penetration or even light distribution so that every plant can properly flourish. 

4. Control the size and shape of plants for a limited space and a specific purpose. 

Be brave to prune! Trim your plants often to enjoy frequent small harvests as they grow and have 
larger harvests when they mature. 
Tips: When the plant is ripe for being harvested, cut the plant from the base with scissors and clean up or replace 

the grow sponge. 

Pruning/Harvesting

The three primary factors that regulate seed germination are water, temperature, and oxygen, among which water 

is critical during the germination stage. To improve success with seed germination, please: 1.Put on the sticker 

and humidity dome. 2.Please keep the water level between the 22-24L lines (throughout the growing process).

Planting Tips Precautions for Planting

1: Do not assemble the product once plugged in.

2: Keep the grow light panel safe from getting wet.

3: Do not disassemble or modify the product without permission.

4: Check the water in the tank periodically. Please keep it clean and change it when necessary.

5. When emptying the water tanks for cleaning or changing water, please:

    (1): Remove all the grow light panels.

    (2): Remove the small white stopper in the bottom of each tier water tank(except tier 1) to let water drain into the 1st tier 

           water tank.

    (3): Then pour water out of the 1st tier water tank.

6. If the plant roots are entangled with the water pump, prune them to separate. 

Special notes:

1. It is possible to hear an abnormal sound when the pump works without water or for the first time, as there is 

air in the pump. The abnormal sound will disappear when the air gets fully discharged after 3-5 minutes of 

continuous working. Do not run the pump with an empty tank. 

2 .Please always keep the water in the tank clean. Impurities in the water tank will impact the operation of the 

water pump. If the water pump makes a noise or stops working after a long period of use, take out the water 

pump and remove the filter cover to check whether anything is jamming inside.

3. During the seedling period, keep the water level above the bottom one-quarter of the sponge, but not too 

high. If the water level is too low, refill it promptly to prevent the sponge from drying out, which can affect seed 

germination. If the water level is too high, the seed may become waterlogged and moldy. Once the plant has 

more branches and leaves and the root system is developed, maintain the water level so it just touches the 

plant’s roots or stays between the 22L and 24L water level lines throughout the growing process.

4. Generally, keep the plants’ top about 4 - 6 inches away from the grow light. But we highly recommend plant 

growers adjust the height of the grow light based on different plant species/properties and their actual growing 

stage. Being too far, the plants may get leggy, while staying too close may result in leaf edge scorch.

5. Plants are seasonal, periodic, and regional. The characteristics of different plants are different, which are 

related to temperature, light, and humidity. Planting a plant that is suitable for the local place and the current 

season helps achieve the best results.

6. In the process of planting, if dead plants or bad-growth plants appear, remove them in time to avoid root 

erosion and bacterial breeding, which affects the growth of other plants. If rotten roots show up, please clean 

and disinfect the water tank to prevent affecting the next planting.

Case 1: If there's a power outage while you're away (e.g., on vacation), the grow light panel will 

automatically resume the growing mode it was in before the outage when power is restored. 

However, it will start a new light cycle with the default 16-hour lighting duration setting. Any panel 

that was off will remain off. Additionally, the pump will also automatically turn on once power is 

back.

Case 2: Even when the power outage happens in sleep mode, the moment the power is back on, 

the garden will also automatically turn on the light in the growing mode it was in before entering 

the sleep mode(The pump will also automatically turn on once the power is back on).
