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3. Getting started
3.1. Before using, charge the camera for 2-3 hours

4.4 Loop recording

After installing the memory card, by default, the camera imme
diately starts loop recording video when it connects to a power
source and turn on. If it doesn't connect to a power source, when
you press the power key to turn it on, it will not auto start recording,
you should press the Confirm button to start recording.
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While recording, the LED indicator is blinking blue, and a red dot will
flash on the top left of the screen. You can stop/start the recording
by pressing the Confirm button.

By default, the loop recording time is 3mins. Please go to “Record
Setup">"Loop Recording” to change to 1 min, 3 mins, or 5mins for
your need.

4.7 Parking Mode

To use the parking mode, go to “Record Setup”>"Parking Monitor”
and select ON.
