Rear Gear Box

Attach wheel hub (D) to the wheel (C). Then attach and tighten 3 @4x16 screws (M) to secure the wheel
hub in place.

Align the wheel with the wheel hub to the rear gear box.

Slide the rear wheel onto the rear axle, follow by a @10 washer (B) and secure using a lock nut (E).
Put on the hubcap on the wheel.

Repeat the same step for the other side of the vehicle.

The battery features a thermal fuse with a rest fuse that will automatically trip and cut off all power to the
vehicle if the motor, electric system or battery is overloaded. The fuse will reset and power will be restored
after the product is turned OFF for 5-15 seconds and then turned ON again. If the thermal fuse trips repeatedly
during normal use, the vehicle may need repairing.

To tripping the fuse:

« Do not overload the vehicle.

« Do not drive on steep slopes.

- Do not drive into fixed obstacle, which may cause the wheels to spin and overheat the motor.
