1.  Check if the solution filter is dirty. 
Clean it if needed.

1.  Adjust the brush pressure by 

turning the regulation knob.

2.  Check the correct installation and 

the wear of the cylindrical brush.

3.  Check if there are external 

materials avoiding brush rotating.
