The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-operat-
ed (cordless) power tool.

1) Work area safety

B Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or
dark areas invite accidents.

B Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools
create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

B Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can cause
you to lose control.

2) Electrical safety

B Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools.

The battery can be stored at temperatures between
40°F(4°C) and 104°F(40°C).




Never store or leave your lithium ion battery in
temperatures over that recommended otherwise fire
may occur.

DO NOT store the Lithium lon battery anywhere that
the temperature can easily reach higher temperatures
than recommended -this includes garden type sheds,
and Vehicles where the inside temperature can climb
to dangerous levels in the direct sunlight and on high
temperature days.

The area to be cut must first be cleared of stones and

other solid objects. The safety lock-off (Fig. 1) prevents
the tool being started unintentionally.

A Warning!
The blades continue to move for a few seconds after
the tool is switched OFF. Turn OFF the tool and wait

until the blades come to a complete stop before
adjusting or cleaning.

/\ Caution!

Never touch the blade rail while the tool is in operation
and be aware of the sharp edges even when the grass
and shrub shears is not in use.

For safety reasons it is not possible to work with the
battery while it is being charged.

To ensure that the battery pack provides long service,
you should take care to recharge it promptly.

You must recharge the battery pack when you notice
that the power of the cordless grass and shrub shears
drops. Never fully discharge the battery pack. This will
cause it to develop a defect.

A Warning!

The switching devices installed on the tool by the
manufacturer are not allowed to be removed or
bypassed, e.g. by fitting a switching button to the

6.1 Cutting grass

Allow the grass cutter to glide above the ground. The
best results are achieved when the lawn is dry.

When you notice a drop in cutting performance,
re-charge the tool immediately so that the battery does
not become fully discharged.

6.2 Trimming hedges
The tool can be used to trim small hedges and shrubs.

Hold the tool slightly tilted in relation to the hedge you
want to cut. First cut the sides from the bottom up,
then cut the top.

Watch out for foreign objects in or on the hedge which
could damage the blades.




When is the best time to trim hedges?
m As a general rule, hedges which lose their leaves in

the autumn should be trimmed in June and October.

B Hedges which do not lose their leaves should be cut
in April and August.

6.4 Changing the blade (See Fig.4-7)
A Warning! Risk of injury!

Remove the safety key from the tool before chang-
ing blades.

B The grass and shrub shears is equipped with two
interchangeable blades that are designed for
do-it-yourself grooming projects around your
garden. The hedge trimmer blade is used to cut
hedges and shrubs (Fig. 4) while the grass shear
blade is used to cut grass and hedges where finer
detail is required (Fig. 5).

B To fit or change the blade, hold the grass and shrub
shear on head top.

B Press and hold both the left and right blade release
buttons at the same time by thumb and forefinger.
Remove the blade mechanism by pulling down the
blade rear box. (Fig 6)

m Press the blade release button, insert the desired
blade into the base of the motor housing till the
blade rear box locks into position. (Fig. 7)

7. Cleaning, maintenance
7.1 Cleaning

m Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor
housing free of dirt and dust as far as possible. Wipe
the equipment with a clean cloth or blow it with
compressed air at low pressure.

We recommend that you clean the device immedi-
ately each time you have finished using it.

Clean the equipment regularly with a moist cloth
and some soft soap. Do not use cleaning agents or
solvents, these could attack the plastic parts of the
equipment. Ensure that no water can seep into the
device.

m A few drops of oil (e.g. sewing machine oil) will
improve the cutting performance of the blades, but
never apply any grease to the blades.

B To ensure constant exact cutting it is also important
to remove grass remnants and dirt from between
the upper and lower blade.

A Caution!

Never clean the tool under running water and
particularly never with high pressure washer,
because of the potential danger to persons and
property. Keep your cordless grass and shrub




shear in a dry and frost-proof place. Choose a
place that children are unable to enter.

7.2 Maintenance

B To achieve good results you should keep the blades
sharp at all times. In particular we recommend that
you immediately level off any jags or ridges caused
by stones or the like. The tool should be thoroughly
cleaned both before and after use.

B There are no parts inside the equipment which
require additional maintenance.
