RF Exposure Statement 

SAR tests are conducted using standard operating positions according standards with 

the device transmitting at its highest certified power level in all tested frequency bands, 

although the SAR is determined at the highest certified power level, the actual SAR 

level of the device while operating can be well below the maximum value. 

This model product has been tested and meets the RF exposure guidelines with the 

test distance 0mm for head and 5mm for body worn. The highest SAR1g value is 

0.582 W/Kg for head and 0.480 W/Kg for body worn. The use of belt clips, holsters 

and similar accessories should not contain metallic components in its assembly. The 

use of accessories that do not satisfy these requirements may not comply with RF
